The electorate of Kogarah should include all of the suburb of Kogarah.

The current boundary arbitrarily divides the suburb of Kogarah in two along a main road, placing a large part of it instead within
the electorate of Rockdale.

Reuniting all of Kogarah within the Kogarah electorate would simplify representation of the local community.

Any population imbalance caused by doing this could potentially be addressed by reuniting the suburb of Bexley North (currently
also split between the Kogarah and Rockdale electorates) within the Rockdale electorate.
