The Canterbury District is within tolerance and very close to quota and does not require any changes.

There is no need to transferring Hurlstone Park to the District of Summer Hill as this will not allow use of the Cooks River for
much of the western boundary. Furthermore, Hurlstone Park sits under the LGA of Canterbury Bankstown Council (CBC).
Disconnecting a whole suburb to the CBC city will confuse residents the identity of Hurlstone Park and contribution to the district.
Summer Hill district cannot and will not gain the locality of Hurlstone Park in the Inner West Council, Hurlstone park formulates a
major member as part of the Canterbury District and Canterbury Bankstown Council. Hurlstone park residents have a
responsibility to fellow Canterbury district suburbs to look after Cook’s river for the constituents of the Canterbury district.
