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Foreword

This Report provides information on the
conduct, administration and results of
the by-election held in the Clarence
District on 19 November 2011 following
the resignation of the Honourable
Stephen Cansdell MP on 16
September 2011.

A State by-election is very different to
a State General Election. NSW State
elections have a known fixed four year
timetable with a completely different
scale and complexity. While a by-
election is a smaller scale event there
is typically less preparation time. The
Writ for the calling of the Clarence By-
election was issued on Friday 28
October 2011. This gave the New
South Wales Electoral Commission
(NSWEC) three weeks to recruit staff,
hire venues and make all necessary
preparations.

The by-election was significant in
electoral administration for a number
of reasons; one of those being the first
time internet voting (iVote) was
provided in a State by-election. In
addition the automatic enrolment and
re-enrolment service (SmartRoll)
demonstrated its value in increasing
enrolment and facilitating
parficipation. A focus of the report is
the conftribution made by iVote and
SmartRoll to the conduct of the
election.

The NSWEC assessed the satisfaction of
voters with the iVote system of internet
and phone voting services provided at

the Clarence By-election. The results
revealed that usage of iVote is
growing and iVote was very well
regarded. These survey results will also
be reported as part of the State and
Territory Electoral Commissioners’
comparative performance
measurement project.

The participation and informality rates
for the Clarence By-election were
85.1% participation and 2.6%
informality. These figures fell within the
range for recent State by-elections.
Specifically, the participation rates for
the four State by-elections held in 2008
ranged from 80.4% to 88.2%. The
range of informality rates for these
same four by-elections was 1.8% to
4.1%. In the Penrith By-election in 2010
parficipation and informality were
86.8% and 3.2% respectively.

The NSWEC provided the notional
count results by 10pm on election
night and declared the poll on the
fourth day following election day. This
was also within the range seen in the
earlier State by-elections.

Delivering efficient, accurate and
trusted elections according to
electoral legislation relies heavily upon
the capability of the NSWEC's staff. |
thank my staff and the NSWEC's
suppliers and contractors for their
contribution and commitment to the
successful conduct of the Clarence
By-election.

Innovations at the Clarence By-election

iVote

1. Introducing iVote to
Parliamentary By-elections

The amendments to the Parliamentary
Electorates and Elections Act 1912 in
December 2010 to provide iVote at a
State General election also enabled
Internet and Telephone (iVote) to be
used in Parliamentary by-elections. The
Clarence By-election was the first by-
election where iVote was offered.

The iVote service offered at the State
Election in March 2011 was provided
for the Clarence By-election with minor
modifications based upon that
experience and the feedback
received. Both online and telephone
voting was provided although the
State Election demonstrated that on-
line voting was the most preferred and
utilised form of iVote voting.

The criteria applied to electors seeking
fo use iVote were the same as applied
in the 2011 NSW State Election, and
allowed electors in the following
sifuations to use iVote:

e visual impairment

e other disability

e 20 kilometres or more from a polling
place

e outfside NSW on election day

The key dates for iVote in the Clarence
By-election were:

e registration opened 10am Monday,
24 October

e registration closed 6pm
Wednesday, 16 November

e voting opened 8am Monday, 7
November and closed épm Friday,
18 November.

iVote was not available on election
day.

The NSWEC provided an online survey
to ascertain electors’ views of using
iVote at the by-election. 21.8% (272)
of the total iVote users responded.

The feedback compared very well
with that from the 2011 NSW State
Election. Essentially the iVote service
offered to the electors of the Clarence
District was very well received with
proportionally more electors using this
voting option and users reporting
faster usage times, fewer technical
difficulties and greater satisfaction.
The survey results are detailed later in
this report.

In addition to informing the NSWEC of
electors’ views, the results of the survey
will be shared with other electoral
jurisdictions.

2. Automatic Enrolment
and Re-enrolment

The NSWEC has led the way nationally
in increasing elector enrolment
through automatic enrolment and re-
enrolment using data held by other
NSW public sector agencies such as
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licensing authorities and the Registry of
Births, Deaths and Marriages. The
impact of the changes to the electoral
roll had been tested at the Penrith By-
election in June 2010 and SmartRoll
implemented for the 2011 NSW State
Election.

The NSWEC's aim was to ensure the
most up-to-date and accurate
electoral roll possible for the by-
election. The Clarence By-election
required a specific focus on those
electors eligible to be but not currently
on the roll for the Clarence District or
who were incorrectly enrolled. As a
result those electors who had moved
into, out of, or within the district were
targeted. Data from the NSW Roads
and Maritime Services was
supplemented with data from the
Registry of Births, Deaths and
Marriages and additionally, citizenship
information.

The effectiveness of this approach was
demonstrated by comparisons of
electoral roll activity in other
equivalent electoral districts.

Clarence enrolment transaction levels
in the two months prior to the by-
election were about 250% higher than
Oxley an adjacent coastal district and
Bega, an equivalent district on the
NSW south coast.

Also, SmartRoll updates (enrolment
transfers) were twice the level of the
other districts.

SmartRolled electors, in the main
voted with 54% of all SmartRolled
either having voted or been excused
from voting on this occasion.

During the election period eligible
electors could for the first time enrol
and vote in the by-election as well as
fransfer their enrolment and vote. This
was possible for the first fime at a by-
election although it operated for the
2011 NSW State Election. An addifional
297 new electors chose to enrol and
vote during the election period,
boosting the roll increase to 4.3%.
There were also 150 successful
‘enrolment fransfer and vote’
Clarence electors during the election
period.

The use of SmartRoll in the Clarence
By-election demonstrated the
significance of new enrolments
achieved through SmartRoll. These
new enrolments increased the
Clarence roll by 3.7%. Extrapolated to
the State roll, the roll would increase
by up to 180,000 and account for a
significant part of the well-publicised
“missing” electors identified by the
Australian Electoral Commission. The
addifions made to the roll by SmartRoll
are invaluable as the bulk of electors
affected by this initiative exercise their
democratic right to vote. Moreover
the accuracy of the roll is maintained
in a way that is convenient and
effective to both electors and the
NSWEC.




Background to the By-election

Services to Electors

Maximising Participation in
the Clarence By-election

The NSWEC undertook an advertising
and communication campaign to
raise awareness of the Clarence By-
election and provide necessary
information to electors and
candidates. The major aspects of this
strategy involved advertisements
placed in State and local newspapers
and provision of information via the
NSWEC website and the Returning
Officer. The NSWEC used a number of
different strategies to increase
participation in the Clarence By-
election. These strategies included the
elector brochure and advertising in
the press and notifications sent to
electors by email and SMS.

Elector Brochure

An elector brochure was sent to each
person on the electoral roll for the
Clarence District. The brochure
provided information on date of the
election, the opening hours, locations
and the accessibility of polling places,
the mandatory nature of participation
in the by-election, voting options if
unable to vote on election day,
instructions on how to vote formally,
and how to get assistance for electors
not confident in written English or
unable to read the brochure for other
reasons.

The Clarence By-election brochure
also contained features enabling
electors to subscribe to a Voting
Reminder Service and facilitated
voting by having a detachable
section that could be used by election

officials in the polling place for more
efficient issuing of ballot papers.

In total 52,041 brochures were sent at
a total cost of $10,991. A copy of the
brochure is provided at Appendix A.

Advertising

The Parliamentary Electorates and
Elections Act 1912 prescribes that
certain advertising must occur. The
advertising strategy for the Clarence
By-election comprised seven separate
components:

Enrol to Vote

Issue of Writ

Candidate Information Seminar
Register Electoral material
Pre-poll and postal voting
Candidates and polling places
Results

The schedule of advertising is provided
in Appendix B and copies of the
advertisements at Appendix C.

NSWEC Website

The NSWEC's website provided all the
information that stakeholders
generally, not just electors, needed to
participate in the by-election. It
provided information on the election
fimetable, employment opportunities,
enrolment, polling places, candidates
and poll results.

Use of the NSWEC's website is typically
greatest on election night when users
seek information on results. The
following graph provides a picture of
usage over the period from close of
polling to midnight on election night
for the Clarence By-election.

Voter Reminder Service

This provided electors the opportunity
to request to be kept informed of
electoral activities and information by
sms messaging or email. The service
commenced with the Penrith By-
election in 2010.

In the Clarence By-election
notifications were sent to electors by
email and by SMS. These electors had
subscribed to the notification service
and provided preferred contact
details. This service had been in place
for the NSW State Election in 2011.

Service Standards

The NSWEC seeks to meet the
expectations of electors of its electoral
services and to this end has
developed Service Charters to outline
the NSWEC's service standards. The
2011 NSW State Election Service
Commitments Charter was maintained
as the overall service standard for this
by-election.

Access and Polling Places

The NSWEC sought to provide the most
accessible and appropriately sited
polling places possible for the
Clarence By-election. Detailed
information was provided on polling
places to assist electors with mobility or
other disabilities locate the most
suitable polling place. This access
material was provided on the NSWEC's
website, in the elector brochure, in
advertisements and by the NSWEC's
staff.

Arrangements for Voting
before Election Day

Electors unable to vote on election
day had the opportunity to vote early
via postal or pre-poll voting including
voting in Declared Institutions. In
addition, for the first fime in a by-
election, infernet and phone voting
were offered to electors who met the
criteria.

A total of 8,023 electors voted early in
person, or in Declared Institutions and
another 1,098 utilised postal voting
and 1,246 utilised iVote. Compared to
the March 2011 State Election, a
greater proportion of electors in the
Clarence District voted in person at
polling places (75.9% November 2011
compared to 74.4% in March 2011).
Both the March and November
elections saw however, a noticeable
reduction in attendance voting from
83.1% in the 2007 NSW State Election.

Table 1 following, sets out the usage of
the different types of voting in the
Clarence District for the by-election
and the 2011 and 2007 NSW State
Elections. The overall NSW picture is
provided as well.
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Postal Voting

Electors unable to attend a polling
place on election day were able to
apply for a postal vote. Postal vote
application forms were available from
the Returning Officer and the NSWEC's
website. All postal votes were
processed by the NSWEC's Returning
Officer.

Electors registered as ‘General Postal
Voters' did not have to re-apply and
received vote material sent by post to
their address.

The closing dates for receipt of postal
voting applications were 14 November
2011, épm for those applying from
overseas and 16 November 2011, é6pm
for electors from within Australia.

Postal votes had to be returned by
Wednesday, 23 November 2011,
6.00pm.

A total of 2,344 postal votes and iVotes
were included in the count of formal
votes. This was a small decrease from
the 2,387 of the same type of votes
tfaken in March 2011 in this electoral
district.

Pre-poll Voting

Pre-poll voting was provided at the
Returning Officer’s office, the NSWEC's
office in Kent Street, Sydney and at the
Electoral Commission Queensland
(ECQ). Pre-polling was not provided
at other Electoral Commissions as
electors could choose to vote using
iVote. There were no complaints
regarding this arrangement. As the
Clarence District is relatively close to
Brisbane, arrangements were made
with the ECQ to issue in person pre-poll
votes to any Clarence District elector.
The latter occurred during their normal
office hours until close of business on
Friday, 18 November 2011.

The ECQ location was listed on the
NSWEC website. There were no
overseas voting locations as iVote
could be used by electors out of
Australia.

Within NSW, pre-poll voting occurred
from Monday, 7 November 2011 until
Friday, 18 November 2011 as follows:

9am - 5pm Monday to Friday

Returning Officer’s Office:

8am — 1pm Saturday

8am - 6pm Tuesday 15 November

8am - épm Friday 18 November 2011

Polling Places

Securing appropriate premises for
polling places and the Returning
Officer’s office can be a difficult task.
The NSWEC does not own any facilities
and therefore has to lease venues.
The pool of available premises is
limited by the short-term nature of the
lease as well as the requirements of
the NSWEC's space, accessibility and
location criteria. These criteria are
applied to meet electors’
expectations and requirements such
as occupational health and safety.

There were 44 polling places
established for the Clarence State By-
election. The NSWEC was able to
source venues known to the
community as polling places in the
majority of cases.

For this by-election the NSWEC again
used the Assisted Access rating system.
This system rated the accessibility of
each of the polling places in the
Clarence District, indicating any




restrictions. The Assisted Access rating
system allows people to make more
informed choices about which polling
place to use. The information was
made available on the NSWEC
website, in press advertisements and
the elector brochure posted to all
enrolled electors.

Appendix D provides the list of all
polling places plus the access rating
using the new Assisted Access rating
system.

Hospitals and Declared
Institutions

The Parliamentary Electorates and
Elections Act 1912 allows hospitals or
similar institutions to be appointed by
the Electoral Commissioner as polling
places for election day. Similarly the
Electoral Commissioner has the power
to appoint nursing homes, retirement
vilages and like facilities as Declared
Institutions from which votes can be
taken by election officials on the
Monday to Friday in the week
preceding the election.

Using hospital facilities as polling
places raises challenges due to their
design, possible issues of infection
control and the operational
considerations of a working hospital.

There are also challenges identifying
all facilities in a district and then liaising
with the individual facility managers to
allow visits by election officials.

Analysis and Evaluation

The NSWEC has an online feedback
facility and also registers complaints
received via written correspondence.
In total there were three complaints
received about the conduct of the
Clarence By-election. These
concerned an allegation of
misleading electoral material, the
website and the Returning Officer. Al
complaints raised were followed up by
the NSWEC.
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Services to Candidates and Registered

Political Parties

Candidate Information
Seminar

A Candidate Information Seminar was
held 19 October 2011 and all
infending candidates were invited to
aftend. Information regarding funding
and disclosure obligations was
covered as well as the electoral
process.

Nominations

While nomination forms were available
from the NSWEC website prior to
lodgement, nomination forms could
not be lodged before the issue of the
Writ on 28 October 2011. The Writ set 3
November 2011 as close of
nominations day.

Registered Officers (or Deputy
Registered Officers) of registered
political parties could nominate
candidates at the NSWEC's office in
the city or at the Returning Officer’s
office in Graffon. Independent
candidates could only nominate at
the Returning Officer’s office.

There were eight nominated
candidates. Following the close of
nominations the Returning Officer
conducted a draw to determine the
order of candidates on the ballot

paper.

‘How-to-Vote’ Material

Registration of ‘How-to-Vote' material
was handled at the NSWEC rather
than in the Returning Officer’s office.
Any ‘How-to-Vote' material for
distribution on election day could be
registered with the NSWEC prior to
printing. Registration of this material
opened on 3 November 2011.

Close of applications to register ‘How-
to-Vote' materials was 5.00pm, 11
November 2011.

Postal Vote Applications

Registered Political Parties planning to
send Postal Vote Applications to
electors were requested to submit
these forms to the NSWEC prior to
distribution.

Electoral Material

In the Clarence By-election, there was
only one reported incidence of
electoral material displayed or
distributed on election day not
complying with the legislative
requirements.




Conduct of the Clarence By-election

Returning Officer
Arrangements

Mr Cliff Mitchell was the Returning
Officer for the Clarence By-election.
The Returning Officer’s office was
situated at 15 Prince Street, Grafton
and open from Friday, 28 October
2011 from 8am to épm.

Returning Officer’s duties include:

e seftup and decommissioning of the
(temporary) office

e fraining of office staff and polling
place managers

e arranging voting at polling places
and declared institutions

e issuing and processing postal and
pre-poll votes

¢ dealing with enquiries from
candidates and electors and other
feedback

e processing candidate nominations
and how-to-vote material

e counting votes and declaring the
results of the election.

A Returning Officer Support Officer
was appointed in the NSWEC's head
office to provide support on electoral
maftters and procedures. This officer
was experienced in the Returning
Officer role and had worked also in
the head office of the NSWEC over
many elections.

Logistical and Other
Support

Staffing

The majority of staff were employed to
work on election day in polling places
as Polling Place Managers or Election
Officials. In addition casual staff were
employed in the Returning Officer’s
office to pack materials for each
polling place, operate pre-poll voting,
visit Declared Institutions, count votes
and pack up materials following the
election.

Staff employed to work in the 44
polling places numbered 225 and staff
working from the Returning Officer’s
office numbered 42. The Polling Place
Managers, their Deputies and
Declaration Vote Issuing Officer all
received online training. All Election
Officials were issued a manual to study
and to use on election day for
reference if required. Recruitment for
Office Assistants and Election Officials
commenced on 18 October 2011 with
final offers being made up to election
day as noftifications of inability to work
were received from those who had
accepted prior employment offers.

The NSWEC website was used again to
provide online registration of
prospective staff. The enfire
employment process is undertaken
online including the provision of bank,
tax and superannuation details and is
a very efficient and effective
mechanism for the employment of
election staff.
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Supplies

The ballot papers were printed by the
NSWEC's preferred security printer with
ballot papers having a security
background. 64,000 ballot papers
were printed. A copy of the ballot
paper is at Appendix E.

As in every election considerable
quantities of materials need to be
printed. Some printing was done in
house and some by commercial
printers. In general, the printing
undertaken externally concerned
documents to be used by external
stakeholders such as postal voters and
where more specialised printing was
required such as in the freatment of
declaration envelopes.

Providing the right type and quantity
of supplies to the right location is
comparatively easy in a by-election

compared to a State General Election.

Even so, to adequately supply all 44
polling places and the Returning
Officer’s office as well as provide
materials to candidates and registered
political parties, approximately 55,000
items of election material were
distributed over three weeks.

IT Support

The Election Management Application
was infroduced at the 2007 State
General Election as an infernet based
application for the use of Returning
Officers, office assistants and head
office staff. It consists of a suite of
soffware modules to assist with
managing election processes such as
enquiries, election day staffing,
candidate nominations, the
distribution and return of declaration
votes, results and non-voter
administration.

It was utilised for the Clarence By-
election

Waste Management

The NSWEC is bound by the NSW
Government’s waste management
policy. In providing electoral services
the NSWEC seeks to use, wherever
possible, paper and cardboard
comprising recycled content and to
ensure that the paper and cardboard
material used in elections are
recycled.

The majority of the cardboard used in
the Clarence By-election was recycled
from the polling places and unused
paper and other cardboard materials
were accepted by the venues.




Election Costs

The expenditure on the Clarence By-
election was $531,879.

The key cost drivers for the Clarence
By-election were:

election official wages including
that of the Returning Officer;
iVote;

hire of premises;

information and technology
support;

advertising;

prinfed materials such as ballot
papers; and

cardboard and other materials for
polling places.
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Resulis

On any election night the NSWEC
provides figures showing the result of
counts conducted at each polling
place for the first preference vote for
each candidate, and the result of the
notional count for the two candidates
considered most likely to receive the
greatest number of votes. The figures
provided on election night do not
include any postal, pre-poll, absent or
other declaration votes. These results
are shown on election night from
6.30pm and progressively updated.

On the day after polling day, all the
ballot papers from every polling place
are recounted to ensure the election
night count is accurate (the Check
Count). Declaration votes are added
progressively over the next few days
with postal votes accepted up to
Wednesday afternoon after election
day at which point the final distribution
of preferences is conducted to
determine who is to be elected.

Scrutineers appointed by candidates
are welcome to attend all counts.

In the Clarence By-election, the
election night notional count for the
two major candidates (Chris Gulaptis,
National Party and Peter Ellam,
Country Labor) was completed and
placed on the NSWEC website on
election night by 10.06pm. The count
of postal votes and other declaration
votes was finalised and the poll result
announced on Wednesday 23
November 2011.

The distribution of votes and
preferences for all candidates are
provided in Table 2.

Failure to Vote

Under electoral legislation, the NSWEC
is required to issue ‘failure to vote’
notices to those electors whose names
were not marked off the electoral roll
as having voted or recorded as
providing a valid excuse. The penalty
for not voting in a State by-election is
$55. The funds generated from penalty
notices are not collected by the
NSWEC but directed to the
consolidated fund held by NSW
Treasury.

All electoral rolls marked at polling
places or in the Returning Officer’s
office were scanned after election
day to create a list of non-voters for
the Clarence District.

The number of electors who could
vote in the Clarence By-election but
did not was 6,577 (12.6%). Of this [
group, 2,712 were excused from voting

with the majority being absent from

the district on polling day (1,218). There 'Ote Here
were 289 electors in the ‘Religious
Objector’ category and 249 in the
‘Sick’ or ‘Carer’ category (non-voters
can be excused under multiple
categories).

Higher rates of non-voting tend to be
a feature of by-elections as compared
to State General elections.

To assist electors avoid this penalty in
future elections, the penalty notice
advises non-voters of the availability of
the '‘Voter Reminder Service’.




Analysis

1. Comparison to 2011
NSW State Election and
other State by-elections

Participation and informality
rates

For the 2011 NSW State Election in the
Clarence District there were six
candidates. The number of electors
enrolled was 50,358, the voter turnout
figure was 92.8% and the informality
rate was 2.1%. At the November 2011
by-election, the enrolment figure had
increased to 52,171 and the
comparable participation and
informality rates were 85.1% and 2.6%.
Traditionally, participation rates tend
to be lower in by-elections than
general elections and informality rates
higher.

Another means of assessing the
conduct of the election is to compare
it to other recent State by-elections.
The participation and informality rate
for the Clarence By-election were
within the range for other recent State
by-elections. The range of
participation rates for the four State
by-elections held in 2008 and one in
2010 was 80.4% to 88.2%. The range of
informality rates for these same by-
elections was 1.8% to 4.1%. The
participation and informality rates for
the Clarence By-election fell within
these ranges and indicate that this by-
election was comparable fo other by-
elections conducted by the NSWEC.

Non-voters and penalty
notices

The rate of penalty notices issued for
the Clarence By-election was 12.6%.
This is higher than the figures for most
other recent by-elections as the
following table shows. The increase
partly arose from the decision to issue
penalty notices for those non-voters
who had been ‘SmartRolled’ for the
Clarence By-election. This practice
did not occur for the other by-
elections as SmartRoll was not in place
for these elections.

2. Availability of results of
counting

The Clarence election night notional
results provided stakeholders the first
preference vote for each candidate,
and the result of the notional count for
the two candidates considered most
likely to receive the greatest number
of votes. These were posted
progressively on the NSWEC's website
from 6.30pm.

The Clarence By-election poll was
declared Wednesday, 23 November
2011, following the close of the return
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of postal votes and all such votes were
counted. This was an elapsed time of
four days from polling day. The range
for the time between election day and
declaration of the poll for the four 2008
by-elections was five to six days and
four days for the Penrith By-election
2010.

3. Feedback from iVote
Users

The aims of the online survey
undertaken by the NSWEC at the
Clarence By-election were to:

e understand the views of iVote users
of their experience of using iVote

e identify improvements

e establish baseline measures that
can be used to monitor the
progress of iVote in meeting the
expectations of users

e inform stakeholders of iVotes’
capacity.

In addition, the NSWEC is committed
to sharing the learning from such
surveys with other jurisdictions. The
survey questions were in most cases
identical to the survey undertaken of
iVote users following the March 2011
NSW State Election. This allowed
comparisons to the feedback
received at the 2011 NSW State
Election held earlier in the year.

The feedback showed an increased
usage of iVote amongst electors who
were eligible. Of those who used iVote
in the Clarence By-election, 83.8% did
not use iVote in the 2011 State
Election. The overall level of
satisfaction was very high at 91.3% with
almost two thirds (64.6%) saying that
there was nothing the NSWEC could
do to improve iVote.

98.1% would recommend iVote to
others if iVote became more generally
available. 84.3% believed that iVote
should be available to more electors
generally; 62.9% to electors currently
using postal voting; while 67.4% felt it
should be available to electors outside
their electoral district on election day
(multiple responses were allowed).
3.7% felt that eligibility should be
reduced and 3.4% felt no change was
required.

Over two thirds (68.1%) of iVote users
used iVote because they were
interstate or overseas on election day.
9.3% of respondents indicated that
they used it because of a disability (25
respondents). Of iVote users with a
disability (25), 16 reported that they
were unable to vote or required
assistance to vote in previous elections
(61.5%).

Of the total respondents who had not
voted in previous elections (142
including both users with or without @
disability), almost one third (31.5%)
would have been able to vote in
previous elections if iVote had been
available.

The main benefit of iVote for users was
that it allowed them to vote when out
of the State or country (69.6%). Other
reported benefits included making
voting easier (61.5%); providing greater
convenience (40.7%); making voting
more accurate (15.2%); providing




levels of independence and
empowerment (10.7%); greater
secrecy of vote cast (10%) and
allowing users to vote (8.1%). 84.3%
thought that iVote eligibility should be
changed to allow more electors to use
iVote (84.3%).

Nearly two thirds (64%) reported it took
5 minutes or less to vote using iVote
with 88.6% in total saying it took less
than 10 minutes. The longest voting
took for any iVote user was over 30
minutes (4 users).

Satisfaction with the registration
process for iVote was higher than for
the State Election in March (81.4%
compared to 77%) and almost all
(97.0%) reported that they were able
to successfully vote using iVote. 89.9%
reported no technical problems with
registering or voting using iVote. Of
those who did experience a problem
almost none said that this affected
their confidence in the security of the
iVote system (4/24).

Most users heard of iVote via the
NSWEC's welbsite 28.3%; newspapers
22.5% and family/friends 26.7%. 98%
voted using online access while in the
NSW State 2011 election 95% voted
online.

Over half of users were over 55 years
old (53.1%), 98.9% spoke English at
home and 1.5% were of Aboriginal or
Torres Strait Islander origin.

The survey findings show iVote
provides greater access to the NSW
electoral process more conveniently,
and does so in a manner that
empowers those who have a disability
without engendering concerns about
the security of votes.

This was the case even though iVote
was not available to those electors
who were out of the Clarence District
on polling day but within NSW. No
doubt if iVote had been available to
this group of electors usage would be
even higher.
