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FOREWORD												          

The New South Wales Electoral Commission (NSWEC) Report to Parliament is a commentary on the 
administration and conduct of the 2007 State election.  This is the first report in this format.  It outlines the services 
provided to stakeholders, the issues that arose during the election and future directions.  It also includes statistical 
information including the results of each Legislative Assembly electoral district. The results of the Legislative Council 
election are on the NSWEC website and are available on CD Rom.

Many months of preparation, training and planning went into the 2007 State election. The objective was to deliver 
improved, high quality election services to all stakeholders.  

The State election was a major event involving 4,374,029 people on the New South Wales electoral roll and 870 
candidates nominated to contest the election.  Electors were able to cast their vote at any of 2,576 polling places 
in New South Wales on election day, and approximately 19,000 election staff were employed to manage this task.  
Those unable to vote on election day could vote by post or at one of the 147 pre-poll voting centres in New South 
Wales, or at the 11 interstate or 27 overseas pre-poll voting centres.  661 declared institutions (nursing homes and 
the like) were also visited by election officials.  A total of 4,052,123 votes were accepted into the count.

Significant changes to the electoral landscape have occurred since the 2003 State election as a result of the 
redistribution of New South Wales electoral district boundaries and amendments to the Parliamentary Electorates 
and Elections Act 1912.  These changes were communicated to stakeholders by way of an extensive voter information 
campaign; a redeveloped NSWEC website; a media information kit; and information sessions and training materials 
for registered political parties, candidates and election officials.

At the 2007 State election, the NSWEC introduced a number of initiatives aimed at improving services to both 
electors and election officials.

Following the election the NSWEC conducted debriefings with returning officers and other election officials, 
registered political parties and media organisations. In general, stakeholders were supportive of the actions taken by 
the NSWEC. The findings from these debriefings are an important foundation for future directions.

I am pleased to report that the 2007 State election was conducted without any Court challenges to the results.  In 
two electorates candidates requested a recount and in each case the returning officer conducted the recount in the 
presence of scrutineers.  

A State election is a complex logistical project and its success depends on the dedication and commitment of the 
NSWEC staff.

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INTRODUCTION										        

On Monday, 5 March 2007, Her Excellency Professor Marie Bashir,  AC, CVO, Governor of New South Wales, issued 
the Writs for the election of 93 members of the Legislative Assembly and 21 members of the Legislative Council.

The issue of the Writs is a legal requirement and sets out the timetable for the election.

The 2007 New South Wales State election was held on Saturday, 24 March 2007.

In the Legislative Assembly the Australian Labor Party (ALP) won 52 seats, the Liberal Party 22, the National Party 
13, and 6 Independents were elected. 

In the Legislative Council the ALP won 9 seats, the Liberal/Nationals 8, the Greens 2, the Christian Democratic 
Party (Fred Nile Group) and the Shooters Party each won 1 seat. No Independents were elected to the Legislative 
Council at the 2007 State election.

A detailed breakdown of the election results can be found at pp144-349.

Voting system

The NSWEC conducts all New South Wales State elections and by-elections.  

The New South Wales Parliament is made up of two Houses: the Legislative Assembly and the Legislative Council.

The Legislative Assembly, also referred to as the Lower House, is constituted by representatives elected by the 
people. The State is divided into 93 electoral districts with one Member representing each district for a four year 
term.  An electoral district for the Legislative Assembly has approximately 47,000 electors. The Government of the 
day must have the support of a majority of Members in the Legislative Assembly. 

The method of voting for the Legislative Assembly is known as optional preferential.

The Legislative Council, also referred to as the ‘house of review’ or Upper House, first met in 1824 when 5 legislative 
advisors to the Governor were appointed. Today the Legislative Council consists of 42 members democratically 
elected by the people of New South Wales for an 8 year term.  The effect of this is that at each State election in 
New South Wales (every 4 years), half of the Legislative Council members (21) must stand for re-election if they 
wish to continue their parliamentary career.

The method of voting for the Legislative Council is known as optional preferential proportional representation.

In the Legislative Assembly each Member represents an electoral district.  In the Legislative Council Members are 
elected to represent the whole State as one electorate.  

Voting is compulsory at New South Wales State elections.
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The New South Wales Electoral Commission

The NSWEC’s mission is to provide high quality election services that are impartial, effective, efficient and in 
accordance with the law.

The Electoral Commissioner is appointed by the Governor for a ten year term. The Electoral Commissioner is 
responsible for the registration of political parties, enrolment of electors, preparation of lists and rolls of electors and 
the conduct of elections. The Electoral Commissioner is the returning officer for the Legislative Council election. 

The key responsibilities of the NSWEC are to:

•	 conduct elections and by-elections for the Parliament of New South Wales;

•	 conduct elections for Local Government councils;

•	 conduct elections for registered clubs, statutory boards and State registered industrial organisations;

•	 prepare the New South Wales electoral roll in conjunction with the Australian Electoral Commission (AEC);

•	 provide administrative support to the Election Funding Authority;

•	 provide advice to the Premier on issues affecting the conduct of parliamentary elections, including 			 
	 administrative issues requiring legislative remedy;

•	 contribute to public understanding and awareness of elections and electoral matters; and

•	 report to the Parliament on the NSWEC’s activities.

The NSWEC recognises the diversity of the New South Wales community and the demand for high quality electoral 
services to meet a wide range of needs, expectations and levels of understanding of the democratic system.

For this reason, accessible information on elections and electoral matters is provided through the website, public 
information campaigns and engagement with the media.

Elections are conducted in a high profile, legal environment where impartiality, accuracy, reliability and efficiency are 
essential.

The NSWEC is committed to continuing to respond effectively and efficiently to higher community expectations 
with respect to the handling of electors’ personal information in accordance with New South Wales privacy laws.
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Redistribution of electoral boundaries 2003 - 2004

New South Wales is divided into 93 State electoral districts.  A Member of the Legislative Assembly represents 
electors in a particular district.

Under the Act electoral district boundaries are determined by a redistribution process which provides for an 
approximate equal number of electors in each electoral district.

In 2004 a redistribution of electoral district boundaries was conducted by the three Electoral District 
Commissioners.  These new boundaries were used at the 2007 State election.

During a redistribution the public and interested organisations are given an opportunity to make suggestions for 
changes to the electoral district boundaries and names and to comment on the Commissioners’ draft proposals.  
These submissions are considered by the Commissioners before they publish their final determination.  The new 
boundaries come into effect at the next State election held after the redistribution.

In the 2003 – 2004 redistribution the Electoral District Commissioners made alterations to 34 electoral districts,  
and determined the names and boundaries of all 93 electoral districts.

Legislative amendments  

Much of the work of the NSWEC is governed by legislation.  The Parliamentary Electorates and Elections Act 1912 
(the Act) is the principal piece of legislation governing the conduct of State elections, and it was significantly 
amended in 2006.  This Act also governs the determination of State electoral district boundaries.

The Constitution Act 1902 sets out provisions regarding election to the New South Wales Legislative Assembly and 
Legislative Council.

Increased responsibility of the Electoral Commissioner

The amendments made to the Act in 2006 enhanced the role and responsibilities of the Electoral Commissioner in 
the administration and conduct of elections. This had clear benefits at the 2007 State election. An example of where 
this worked well was the transferring of responsibility for advertising the various details concerning the election 
process from returning officers to the Electoral Commissioner. This ensured that there was a consistency in the 
message, deadlines were met, the possibility of error was reduced as all advertising was centrally placed, and better 
State-wide coverage was achieved.

Another area where the powers of the Electoral Commissioner have been enhanced relates to the appointment of 
returning officers. The Electoral Commissioner, after assessing the performance of each returning officer, is now able 
to ensure that only those who have discharged their duties to an appropriate standard are considered for future 
appointments.

Procedural changes

Some of the amendments that had a bearing on procedural aspects of the conduct of the election were also 
beneficial to stakeholders.  For example, giving registered political parties the option of nominating all their Legislative 
Assembly candidates ‘in bulk’ with the Electoral Commissioner, and providing the nomination deposit in one payment, 
as opposed to each candidate having to nominate with the returning officer for their particular district, simplified the 
process for the parties and the NSWEC.

The amendment to enable a single ballot paper to be used for both ordinary and postal voting resulted in a 
significant reduction in paper, printing and handling costs for the NSWEC and simplified the process for electors.

Another aspect of postal voting, which was improved by the 2006 amendments, was the provision to allow both 
returning officers and the NSWEC to receive and process applications for postal ballot papers.

Improvements in pre-poll voting were also achieved by enabling voters to make an oral declaration that they meet 
the eligibility requirements although they are still required to complete the written declaration on the envelope in 
which they put their ballot papers. This speeds up the process for both electors and election officials, and cuts down 
on paper, printing and handling costs.

Pre-polling at declared institutions (hospitals, nursing and convalescent homes and retirement villages) takes place 
over the first three days in the week of the election. These electors now have access to a folder of candidates’ how 
to vote cards. The folder of registered how to vote cards is provided by the returning officer to the election officials 
conducting declared institution voting. This is an improved service to electors in declared institutions.

In the interests of transparency, a new provision was introduced to enable electoral material registered by the 
NSWEC to be available for inspection by electors enrolled in the electoral district or scrutineers at the returning 
officer’s office on election day.

Other amendments, that had attracted initial attention from the media or had been raised during the Parliamentary 
debate, proved to be of little consequence in practice. For example, the amendment enabling the Electoral 
Commissioner, in certain circumstances, to permit polling to take place in licensed premises. Apart from polling at 
venues such as the Sydney Town Hall and other similar premises which have liquor licences, there was no need to 
use other licensed premises such as bowling clubs.

Removing the requirement for the Electoral Commissioner to place certain notices regarding the election in the 
Government Gazette in the lead up to the election had no impact on community awareness as this information was 
presented in a timely manner on radio, television and in the press. To ensure an accurate historical record of these 
details was kept, the material was published in the Government Gazette on Friday, 13 July 2007.
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Posters at polling places

The Bill submitted to the Parliament in September 2006 proposed to amend the Act by removing the restriction 
that electoral posters must be no larger than 8,000 sq cm.  It also proposed a limit (6 metres from the entrance 
to the polling place) be introduced within which canvassing for votes or distribution of electoral material could not 
occur so that electors would be able to make their way easily into the polling places.

During the Parliamentary debate however it was agreed that the size restriction could be lifted in the lead up to 
election day, but that the 8,000 sq cm limit should remain for posters at a polling place on election day within 5 
metres of the entrance to the polling place or the grounds.   

The effect of the amendments was to permit posters (not exceeding 8,000 sq cm) to be placed within 5 metres of 
the entrance to the polling place and on the outer wall, fence or other boundary of the grounds (if any). However, 
any size poster was permitted in the space from the 5 metre mark to the outer wall, fence or other boundary. 

From a practical point of view it would have been desirable if the 5 metre restriction had been 6 metres to be 
consistent with the restriction on the canvassing of votes.

Canvassing for votes at polling places

The Act was amended to prescribe that candidates and party workers cannot canvas for votes (distribute how to 
vote cards) within 6 metres of the entrance to the building used as a polling place. This is consistent with similar 
provisions at Federal elections and seemed to work well at the election.  

Registration of electoral material

If a candidate, party, group, community organisation or member of the public wishes to distribute material on 
election day it must have been submitted to the NSWEC, assessed against certain criteria contained in the Act, and if 
it complies, registered by the Electoral Commissioner. It is an offence to distribute electoral material on election day 
that has not been registered. While the substance of this provision remains appropriate, and these provisions worked 
well, it is recommended that some amendments be made.

There is no limit on how many pieces of electoral material (how to vote cards) can be registered by any one person 
or group. As only registered material can be distributed on election day it is understandable why a number of 
items are registered as this allows the choice to be made on the day as to which registered materials will be used.  
However, the volume of material received for the 93 Legislative Assembly districts and the 19 groups/333 candidates 
for the Legislative Council election in the prescribed period was considerable. Approximately 850 items were 
received by the NSWEC for processing and registration. The registered material then needed to be provided to each 
returning officer. Of particular importance was the how to vote material, which needed to be included in the folder 
for the declared institutions, as that voting commenced on Monday, 19 March 2007.

To improve how this process is managed, it is recommended that independent candidates submit their electoral 
material direct to each returning officer for assessment and registration. Registered political parties should continue 
to submit their material to the NSWEC.  The NSWEC will ensure instructions are issued to returning officers to 
ensure consistency in approach and, in the case of questionable material, returning officers will be required to refer 
such items to the NSWEC for consideration.  If each returning officer has a limited amount of material to process 
then approval should be given more quickly.  This will assist candidates and leave the NSWEC more time to process 
material from registered political parties.
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Election timetable

Under the Act, New South Wales has a State election every four years and election day is the fourth Saturday in 
March.  As the date is known in advance, the NSWEC has time to effectively prepare and plan election activities. The 
Governor formally commences the election process by issuing Writs to the Electoral Commissioner on the advice of 
the Premier.

The Writs specified the following dates for the 2007 State election:

•	 Close of the roll:  6pm Monday, 5 March 2007

•	 Close of nominations:  12 noon Thursday, 8 March 2007

•	 Election day:  Saturday, 24 March 2007

•	 Return of the Writs:  Wednesday, 2 May 2007

 

Pre-election preparation 

The conduct of a State election is the culmination of four years planning and preparation by the NSWEC. The 
administrative infrastructure and large number of personnel that must be put in place make a State election one of 
the largest and most logistically complex operations undertaken in New South Wales.  Liaison with the NSW Police 
Force also occurs regarding security requirements and management of the State election.  

The NSWEC operates with 33 permanent staff, which are supplemented by temporary and casual staff. At the 
time of the State election contractors were engaged to provide specialist services such as project management, IT 
support and software development.

The NSWEC employed over 19,000 additional people to work as returning officers, returning officer support 
officers, senior election officials, election officials or clerical assistants at the 2007 State election.

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Election initiatives 

The NSWEC implemented a number of initiatives at the 2007 State election to improve services to electors, 
registered political parties, candidates and media.  These included:

•	 Equal Access to Democracy Plan
	 This Plan was designed to improve the access to and participation in the democratic process for people with 	
	 disabilities following consultation with peak disability consumer and industry organisations in New South Wales.

•	 NSWEC website
	 The NSWEC website was re-designed to ensure comprehensive and up to date election information was 		
	 available to stakeholders.

•	 Election official staffing website
	 An online staffing module was established to allow electors to register for employment as an election official or 	
	 clerical assistant.  Then this information was used to interview and select staff. 

•	 Recruitment and training of senior election officials
	 An improved recruitment and training strategy was used to ensure a quality pool of senior election officials was 	
	 available from which to fill the role of returning officer.

•	 Election Management Application (EMA)
	 A computer software application consisting of four modules (staffing, candidates, declaration votes and results) 	
	 was introduced to automate many of the routine tasks otherwise performed by the election officials. 

•	 iRoll
	 A Personal Digital Assistant on which the electoral roll was loaded for the use of election officials to 		
	 assist them in determining the correct enrolment details for absent voters.

Each of these initiatives is discussed in further detail later in this Report.
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Election costs

This is the first time the NSWEC has reported on the cost of the State election, which was $38.5 million. 

The activities listed below show the major expenditure in 2006/2007 including the production of election forms, 
materials and ballot papers, rental of returning officers’ offices and polling places, and roll-out of the election 
information campaign.

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SERVICES TO ELECTORS

Enrolment

Every Australian citizen resident in New South Wales, who is 18 years of age or older, is required to enrol and vote 
at Federal, State and Local Government elections and referendums.

A citizen is eligible to enrol if they meet the following criteria:

•	 17 years of age or older (but you cannot vote until you are 18);

•	 Australian citizen (or a British subject who was on an Australian electoral roll on 25 January 1984); and

•	 resident at your present address for at least the last month.

Enrolment requires that a completed electoral enrolment form is provided to the NSWEC or AEC.

The New South Wales electoral roll is managed by the AEC including the addition of electors’ names and 
amendments to their enrolment details.

The NSWEC undertakes initiatives in the lead up to elections to promote enrolment in New South Wales.

Enrolment initiatives in the lead up to the 2007 State election

Encouraging 17 and 18 year olds to enrol

In October 2006, using Board of Studies data, the Electoral Commissioner wrote to all 17 and 18 year old New 
South Wales school students completing the HSC to encourage them to enrol to vote. The letter advised the 
students that they were able to enrol from the age of 17 and were required to enrol when they turned 18. 
Approximately 38,000 students were sent the letter.  

In February 2007 a follow up letter was sent to approximately 22,000 students who did not respond to the initial 
letter.  The second letter served as a reminder of the 2007 State election and contained an enrolment form and 
reply paid envelope to further assist young people to enrol.

There were 11,985 17 and 18 year olds who enrolled in response to the initial mailout and 7,966 who enrolled in 
response to the second. While it is good that these 17 and 18 year olds enrolled, it is disappointing that there is still a 
large number of eligible young people who did not. It seems that young adults do not respond well to processes that 
require them to complete and return a form to enrol.  Direct enrolment based on authoritative information from 
agencies such as the Board of Studies would have more positive results.
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Enrolment and electoral information stall at Yabun 2007 

The NSWEC developed an Aboriginal Elector Information Strategy aimed at tackling the problem of disengagement 
in the voting process within the Aboriginal community (see p38 for more details).

As part of this strategy the NSWEC had a stall at Yabun 2007, an  Aboriginal festival held on 26 January each year.  
The stall was run by NSWEC staff and Aboriginal community representatives to provide electoral information and 
an enrolment service to those in attendance.  The aim was to increase Aboriginal enrolment, improve the provision 
of information to Aboriginal electors and promote the recruitment of Aboriginal electors to act as election officials 
for the 2007 State election.

The stall was a great success and almost 100 electors were enrolled. The Governor, Her Excellency Professor Marie 
Bashir AC, CVO lent her support to the initiative by assisting to enrol young Aboriginal electors. 

Close of roll

Once the Writs for the election were issued on 5 March 2007, electors had until 6pm that day to enrol or update 
their enrolment details.

The NSWEC placed enrolment advertisements in major metropolitan, regional and ethnic newspapers from 19 
February until 1 March reminding electors that the election was to be held on 24 March and that in order to vote 
they had to be on the electoral roll, and to enrol or update their enrolment details.

The NSWEC also ran television and radio commercials from Thursday, 15 February until Thursday, 1 March ensuring 
that as many people as possible had time to check that their enrolment details were correct. 

Electors were able to obtain an enrolment form from the NSWEC office, AEC divisional offices, Australia Post offices 
and the NSWEC or AEC websites. Electors were able to post or hand deliver their enrolment forms to either the 
NSWEC or AEC.

The AEC processed 185,350 changes to the New South Wales electoral roll from 30 January 2007 until the close 
of roll on 5 March 2007. At the close of roll at 6pm on Monday, 5 March, 4,374,029 people were enrolled to vote 
in the 2007 State election, compared with 4,272,104 at the 2003 State election. (Appendix 1 contains details of 
electoral district enrolments as at the close of roll.)

The use of iRoll at polling places allowed election officials to inform electors if they were no longer on the electoral 
roll or had incorrect enrolment information recorded.  This subsequently resulted in many electors completing a new 
enrolment form to re-enrol or update their enrolment details.
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Voting

Arrangements for voting before election day

Electors who were unable to vote on election day had various options to cast their votes prior to election day either 
at designated pre-poll voting centres or declared institutions in New South Wales, at interstate or overseas locations, 
or by post.

A total of 463,187 electors cast votes before election day either by post, by voting at pre-poll voting centres or by 
voting at a declared institution. This represented 11.4% of the total votes admitted to the count at the election. This is 
an increase of 152,798  when compared with 310,389 votes cast before election day in 2003.

Pre-poll voting centres

Pre-poll voting was available to electors if on polling day they would be:

•	 out of New South Wales;

•	 more than 8 kilometres by the nearest practical route from a polling place; 

•	 travelling and unable to attend a polling place;

•	 unable to vote because of religious beliefs or membership of a religious order;

•	 caring for a person not in a hospital who is seriously ill or infirm or approaching maternity;

•	 at work; or

•	 a silent elector. 

All returning officers’ offices were used as pre-poll voting centres (except in Blacktown where the pre-poll voting 
centre was located within the same building as the returning officer’s office).  An additional 54 pre-poll voting centres 
were established, many in regional electoral districts, to accommodate electors whose residence was some distance 
from the returning officer’s office.

Electors were able to pre-poll vote at any of the 147 pre-poll voting centres across the State. The majority of these 
pre-poll voting centres were open for the two weeks prior to election day from Monday, 12 March until Friday, 23 
March. Standard hours of operation were 8am to 6pm Monday to Friday. Most pre-poll voting centres were also 
open from 8am to 8pm on Thursdays and from 9am to 5pm on Saturday, 17 March for electors unable to vote 
during standard business hours.

See Appendix 2 for the list of pre-poll voting centres.

A total of 223,266 pre-poll votes cast prior to election day were accepted into the count.

There is an increasing demand by electors to have more pre-poll voting options as getting to a polling place on 
election day can be difficult.  There is also pressure from electors in regional and coastal locations for additional  
pre-poll voting facilities in towns on shopping or market days.  Possible changes which could be made to pre-poll 
voting are discussed at p84.
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Declared institution voting

The Electoral Commissioner has the power to appoint hospitals, nursing homes, retirement villages and like facilities 
as declared institutions.  Declared institutions are visited by election officials on the Monday, Tuesday or Wednesday 
in the week of the election for the purpose of taking votes from residents who are unable to attend a polling place 
on election day.  It should be noted, however, that it is up to the manager of each facility to agree to these visits.  In 
many cases managers advise the NSWEC that this service will not be required as their residents are too sick or 
frail to vote.  In some cases the NSWEC received representations from family or friends of residents to provide the 
service. Further contact was made with the manager.  In all such instances the NSWEC was given approval to attend.

The NSWEC wrote to all establishments known from the past State and Federal elections.  Unfortunately there 
is no one State agency which can provide details of all establishments that come within the declared institutions 
classification.  As a result, it is difficult to identify all possible declared institutions to make early arrangements. 

There were 661 declared institutions appointed for use in 2007 compared with 704 locations in 2003, and 15,970 
votes cast at these facilities were accepted into the count, which was 3,154 more votes than in 2003.

The statutory time limit for conducting voting at declared institutions (over the Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday 
of election week) may pose problems for the NSWEC if there is an increase in demand for this service.  Given the 
ageing population it is likely that this will occur. 

A list of declared institutions is attached at Appendix 3.

Postal voting

Electors could cast their votes by post if on polling day they would be:

•	 out of New South Wales;

•	 more than 8 kilometres by the nearest practical route from a polling place;

•	 travelling and unable to attend a polling place;

•	 seriously ill or infirm or approaching maternity;

•	 caring for a person not in a hospital who is seriously ill or infirm or approaching maternity;

•	 unable to vote because of religious beliefs or membership of a religious order

•	 in prison;

•	 at work; or  

•	 a silent elector.

Electors were able to pick up a postal vote application form from the NSWEC, returning officers’ offices, from an 
Australia Post office in New South Wales, download it from the NSWEC website or by calling the NSWEC election 
information centre and having an application form posted to them.

Registered political parties were also able to send postal vote application forms to their constituents in the weeks 
before election day. 
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Electors were able to post or fax (but not email as a signature is required) their completed postal vote application 
forms to the NSWEC.  The Act requires electors who lodge a postal vote application from interstate or overseas 
to send their applications back to the NSWEC by 6pm on the Monday before election day.  This was 19 March 
2007.  Applications sent from within New South Wales must be received by the NSWEC by 6pm on the Wednesday 
before election day.  This was 21 March 2007. 

Every effort was made to process all applications in a timely manner, and a processing centre was set up within the 
NSWEC to handle postal vote applications forwarded by the main registered political parties.

Once the applications had been processed, electors were sent postal vote ballot papers for their electoral district 
and a declaration envelope for their return to the NSWEC. Electors were required to complete the ballot papers 
and sign and date the certificate in the presence of a witness. The ballot papers in the declaration envelope could 
be handed in at any polling place on election day or posted to the returning officer by 6pm on the Wednesday after 
election day (28 March 2007) in order for them to be admitted to the count.

Of the 282,913 postal votes issued (including registered general postal votes), 223,951 were returned while 58,962 
were not.

Postal voting remains a concern for those electors in remote parts of the State.  In some areas, Australia Post only 
provides a weekly service.  Returning officers process postal vote applications on the day they are received and, 
if a person qualifies, will send the postal ballot papers the same day.  If the elector only has a weekly mail delivery 
service, they may not receive their postal vote in sufficient time to complete and return it to the returning officer by 
the statutory time for inclusion in the count.  

The NSWEC has received representations from parties, candidates and some rural community groups to improve 
this situation but as the legislation stands there are limited options available.  Possible changes which could be 
considered are discussed at p82.

Registered general postal voters

Electors may apply to become a registered general postal voter provided they:

•	 live more than 20 kilometres by the nearest practical route from a polling place;

•	 will not be within New South Wales during any period that exceeds 3 months; 

•	 are a patient in a hospital and too ill or infirm to travel; 

•	 are seriously ill or infirm, live at home and cannot travel;

•	 are caring for a person not in hospital who is seriously ill or infirm and cannot travel to a polling place;

•	 are in prison but serving a sentence of less than 12 months;

•	 have a physical disability which prevents them from signing their name and when they enrolled provided a 		
	 doctor’s certificate to that effect;

•	 are a silent elector; or

•	 have religious beliefs or membership of a religious order which preclude them from attending a polling place or 	
	 voting on election day. 
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Registration as a general postal voter means that these electors do not have to apply for a postal vote at each 
election.  Details are held by the AEC which provides the returning officer with a list so that these voters can be 
automatically issued with ballot papers as soon as possible after the close of nominations when the draw for position 
of candidates and parties on the ballot papers has been conducted and ballot papers printed. 

Postal votes were issued to 59,846 registered general postal voters at the 2007 State election, with 50,155 of these 
electors returning their ballot papers. 

Mailout to remote areas of New South Wales

In February 2007 the AEC conducted a mailout to electors in remote areas of New South Wales to better inform 
them of their voting options.  These areas were defined as the Local Government Areas of Balranald, Bourke, 
Carrathool, Central Darling, Cobar, Hay, Unincorporated Far West and Wentworth.   Included with the registered 
general postal voter enrolment form was a short survey about voting options, and an information brochure detailing 
the methods of voting. 

Approximately 3,000 letters were sent and 578 applications were received.  

Voting at interstate and overseas locations

New South Wales electors, who were interstate or overseas at the time of the election, had the opportunity to cast 
a pre-poll vote at 11 interstate locations compared with 8 in 2003, and 27 overseas locations compared with 43 in 
2003 during the election period.

Interstate voting took place at Electoral Commissions in all Australian jurisdictions and some additional facilities were 
included in areas where there was expected to be a level of demand.  

Overseas voting locations were chosen based on the level of attendance at facilities offered for the 2003 State 
election, and taking into account areas where a greater Australian presence could be anticipated in 2007.  

An elector may vote at an interstate or overseas location either :

•	 in person, during normal office hours until the close of business on the Thursday before election day if 		
	 overseas, or the close of business on the Friday before election day, if interstate; or

•	 by writing to any of the overseas postal voting offices and requesting a postal vote application. 

A total of 5,622 votes were cast at interstate voting locations with 21.8% cast in Canberra and 18.3% cast in 
Melbourne.

A total of 6,609 votes were cast at overseas voting locations in 2007, an increase of 2,180 compared with 2003.  
36.9% (2,437) of the total overseas votes in 2007 were cast in Hong Kong and 16.7% (1,105) cast in London.  

A list of interstate and overseas facilities is attached at Appendix 4.

Voting at sea 

For the first time, electors unable to vote on election day due to a pre-arranged holiday on a cruise ship were able 
to cast a postal vote on board.

The NSWEC met with representatives from Carnival Australia, the owner of P&O Cruises, to make arrangements 
for the passengers on two cruise ships which were affected.  It was agreed that postal voting packs would be 
delivered to docks in Melbourne and Fremantle so that those aboard the Pacific Princess and the Sapphire Princess 
would have the opportunity to vote.   These packs contained postal vote applications, ballot papers and a declaration 
envelope for the elector to enclose their completed ballot papers. Once their votes had been completed, electors 
were required to return their postal voting packs to the purser’s office by a specified date prior to election day.

Antarctic Voting  

A person who is or will be in Antarctica in the course of their employment on polling day can request to vote as an 
‘Antarctic elector’.  At the 2007 State election there were 32 Antarctic electors.

‘Antarctic’ as defined for the purpose of being an Antarctic elector includes the Australian Antarctic Territory, the 
Territory of Herald Island and McDonald Islands, Macquarie Island and, in some cases, ships in transit.

Antarctic electors’ names are retained on the electoral roll for their State electoral district, and electors vote for 
that district.  It is not compulsory for electors in Antarctica to register as an Antarctic elector and vote at an election 
because the secrecy of the vote cannot be assured due to the process used to transmit the results.

The NSWEC appointed Antarctic Returning Officers (AROs) and Assistant Antarctic Returning Officers (AAROs) to 
enable New South Wales electors, who were registered Antarctic electors, stationed at bases in Antarctica to vote.  
AROs and AAROs were appointed for the 2007 State election at four research bases (Casey, Davis, Mawson and 
Macquarie Island).

A roll of electors and the relevant ballot papers were emailed through to the AROs for these four bases following 
the close of nominations.  After the close of polls each ARO phoned the votes through to the NSWEC where the 
voting details were recorded onto ballot papers and sent to the electors’ home districts. The original ballot papers 
filled out by Antarctic electors were packaged up and returned to the NSWEC on the first available supply ship.
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Arrangements for voting on election day

Voting took place between 8am and 6pm at 2,576 polling places throughout New South Wales on election day, 
Saturday, 24 March 2007.  

Electors were able to vote at a polling place within their electoral district (cast an ‘ordinary vote’), or vote at any 
other polling place in the State outside their electoral district by casting an ‘absent vote’.

A review of all polling places was conducted prior to the election using a statistical analysis of past voter patterns, 
projected enrolment figures and availability of suitable premises.  Where appropriate the NSWEC used the same 
polling places that were used at the 2004 Federal election. 

In 2003 2,768 polling places were used across New South Wales.  The reduction in the number of polling places in 
2007 was a result of the polling place review.  It aimed to address the under-utilisation of polling places in regional 
areas which took less than 100 votes in 2003, and to rationalise the number of polling places in metropolitan areas 
which were in close proximity to each other.   A list of polling places can be found at Appendix 5.

The number of staff at each polling place was calculated by using a formula which took into account the number 
of ordinary and absent votes at the 2003 State election and the anticipated votes in these categories given 
demographic changes.  An examination of the data following the 2007 State election shows that the large majority of 
venues were appropriately staffed. 

An accessibility audit of venues was also conducted and all polling places were classified according to recognised 
national accessibility standards.  They were classified as either having full wheelchair accessibility or as not being 
wheelchair accessible as requested in discussions with peak disability groups in New South Wales.

Polling places were established mainly in schools and community halls.  Where possible, within the constraints of the 
election, buildings with full wheelchair access were selected as polling places.  The fact that the NSWEC does not 
own the buildings used as polling places and only leases them for the day restricts the level of modification possible.

Polling place locations and their accessibility status were advertised in a polling place supplement placed in The Land, 
The Sun-Herald and Sunday Telegraph prior to election day.  This information was also published on the NSWEC 
website and available through the NSWEC’s election information centre. 

Improving services for electors

Electors with a disability

In 2006 the NSWEC developed an Equal Access to Democracy Plan to identify key issues that impact on access to 
and participation in the democratic process for people with disabilities. The Plan was developed through a series of 
consultations with peak disability consumer and industry organisations in New South Wales.

The five key goals of the Plan are to:

•	 establish partnerships with peak bodies to promote equal access and participation;

•	 provide inclusive and accessible election information;

•	 promote equal access at buildings used at elections;
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•	 enable election staff to provide assistance that promotes equal access and participation; and

•	 provide more options that promote equal access to voting.

A number of key initiatives were implemented at the 2007 State election to improve access to electoral information 
and voting.   These included:

•	 conduct of disability awareness training by Vision Australia to assist returning officers and election officials in 		
	 recognising the needs of people with a vision impairment and how to be of assistance to electors with a 		
	 disability;

•	 review of election furniture for all pre-poll voting centres and polling places to include wheelchair accessible 	
	 voting booths and luminous contrast design on cardboard furniture to assist electors with depth perception;  

•	 review of polling place layouts to facilitate access and egress;

•	 trial of an Easy English ‘Train the Trainer’ electoral education module with the Multicultural Disability Advocacy 	
	 Association and the NSW Council for Intellectual Disability to assist in better educating people on the electoral 	
	 process using a simple to understand format;  

•	 distribution of Equal Access to Democracy newsletters through disability peak community networks;

•	 provision of key election information in Braille, audio, large print and electronic formats;

•	 use of a number of Vision Australia and Spastic Centre premises as pre-poll voting centres and polling places on 	
	 election day;

•	 availability of hand-held magnifiers and user-friendly chunky pencils at all pre-polling and polling places; 

•	 use of open captioning on NSWEC television advertisements, a first for a New South Wales Government 		
	 advertising campaign; and

•	 conduct of accessibility audit of all pre-poll voting centres and polling places and classification of them as having 	
	 full wheelchair access or no wheelchair access as requested by the peak disability groups.
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Aboriginal electors

The NSWEC developed an Aboriginal Elector Information Strategy to address issues of disengagement with the 
voting process within the Aboriginal community.

The information strategy was developed to:

•	 assist young indigenous Australians to enrol and vote at the March 2007 State election;

•	 increase the enrolment and participation of adult indigenous Australians; 

•	 develop achievable strategies to provide indigenous Australians with information regarding the electoral and 	
	 voting systems in New South Wales; and

•	 develop strategies to recruit indigenous Australians to become election officials for the 2007 State election.

In order to promote enrolment and increase access to electoral information for the Aboriginal community, the 
NSWEC had a stall at the Aboriginal festival Yabun 2007 held on 26 January 2007.  This enrolment and information 
stall was jointly staffed by NSWEC officers and Aboriginal community representatives.  Staff processed almost 100 
applications for enrolment, confirmed the enrolment details of many electors through the use of iRoll and provided 
electoral information packs to interested Yabun participants.

The NSWEC encouraged enrolled Aboriginal community members to work as an election official on election day by 
distributing expression of interest forms at Yabun 2007, and through the Aboriginal Employment Strategy, a not-for-
profit organisation that specialises in placing Aboriginal people into employment. 
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Electors from culturally and linguistically diverse backgrounds

At all pre-poll and polling places, a multilingual poster was displayed indicating the availability of election information 
in 24 community languages and also indicating which, if any, languages were spoken by election officials.  Handouts 
explaining how to cast a formal vote for both the Legislative Assembly and the Legislative Council were also available 
in the 24 community languages at polling places.

At polling places located in areas with large numbers of electors from culturally and linguistically diverse (CALD) 
backgrounds, returning officers endeavoured to employ multilingual election officials.

Elector information campaign

The NSWEC ran an extensive elector information campaign to increase public awareness, understanding and 
participation in the 2007 State election.

The key objectives of this campaign were to:

•	 advise electors of the new electoral district boundaries;

•	 maximise the number of electors enrolled to vote;

•	 encourage electors who had turned 18 years of age or would  be 18 at the date of the election to enrol;

•	 remind those who had recently moved address to update their enrolment details;

•	 publicise voting arrangements to all electors including people with disabilities, people from CALD backgrounds, 	
	 Aboriginal electors, electors from regional and rural New South Wales and those who were interstate and 		
	 overseas; and

•	 minimise informal voting.

Elector brochure mailout

Between Monday, 29 January 2007 and Friday, 9 February 2007 all electors in New South Wales received a 
personalised elector brochure from the NSWEC (sample brochure attached at Appendix 6).  

The 2004 redistribution of electoral district boundaries meant that approximately 25% of electors in New South 
Wales were voting in a new electoral district for the first time.  It was important that electors were informed of the 
redistribution and provided with election information relevant to them.

The brochure contained information specific to individual electors including the electoral district they were enrolled 
in and a map of the district.  The Easy Voting Card on the brochure contained the elector’s enrolment details 
including name, enrolled address, date of birth and electoral district and could be taken with them when voting to 
make it faster and easier.

Further important information in the brochure included the date of the election, hours of voting, information on 
pre-poll and postal voting, how to find out details regarding polling places, the election information centre telephone 
number, the NSWEC website address and information on ways for people from CALD communities and people 
with various disabilities to access information and services. 
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Elector information campaign

Following a competitive tendering process an advertising firm was appointed to develop and manage the elector 
information campaign.

The theme of the campaign was ‘Your Vote is Your Voice. Be Heard’ which emphasised the importance of voting and 
how individual voices can be heard in the democratic process when people exercise their right to vote.

This campaign comprised television, radio and press advertisements featuring the campaign theme and focussing on 
key electoral messages appropriate to each phase of the election.  Extensive advertising appeared in New South 
Wales metropolitan, regional and ethnic media.

Images from the advertising campaign were also incorporated into NSWEC publications and used at the tally room 
on election night.  A full list of where the NSWEC placed advertising during the election is provided at Appendix 7, 
and samples of the press advertising appear at Appendix 8.

During the election some candidates complained that the NSWEC did not place advertisements in all suburban 
papers.  The NSWEC had sought the advice of the advertising consultant on the scope of the print advertising to 
achieve best value for money.  The advice was that it would not be practical to advertise in every local paper.   Given 
the cost of advertising the NSWEC will review its strategy prior to the next State election in 2011 to ensure the 
most appropriate choices are made.  The increasing use of the internet in advertising will also be examined. 

Advertising in regional and rural New South Wales

The NSWEC also ran a comprehensive campaign through television, radio and the written press in rural and regional 
areas.  Advertisements appeared on 38 regional radio stations and 50 regional newspapers (see Appendix 7).

The advertisements informed electors of enrolment requirements, voting options before election day, how to vote 
and where to find more information about polling places for election day. 

The NSWEC and contractor worked closely with the government contracted media booking agency, Media Com, 
to ensure that the NSWEC advertising campaign was effective in communicating key election information to voters 
throughout New South Wales. The placement and scheduling of advertisements in the appropriate newspapers and 
on the appropriate radio and television stations were essential.

Independent research conducted after the election found that radio was particularly effective in reaching regional 
and rural electors, and that awareness of the NSWEC’s advertising campaign was higher in regional and rural New 
South Wales than in metropolitan areas.
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Improving information services

Electors with physical disabilities

The NSWEC worked in conjunction with Vision Australia to provide electors with a vision impairment key 
information in a range of alternative formats such as Braille, large print and audio formats.  Materials were distributed 
to individuals and also to peak disability consumer and industry organisations.

As part of the NSWEC information campaign, advertisements from the NSWEC election advertising campaign were 
featured in Radio for the Print Handicapped broadcasts in Albury, Bathurst, Sydney and Katoomba.

The NSWEC also produced election information in Easy English for electors with intellectual disability for distribution 
through peak disability consumer and industry organisations.

Aboriginal electors 

The NSWEC voter information campaign engaged young Aboriginal actors to feature in the television campaign and 
Dean Widders, a prominent Rugby League player, was engaged as the voice of the radio campaign featured on Koori 
Radio.  The key suite of press advertisements was placed in the Koori Mail and the National Indigenous Times.

Electors from CALD backgrounds

The NSWEC’s elector information campaign included specific strategies to provide information to electors from 
CALD backgrounds including advertising in the ethnic press and on ethnic television and radio. Materials were 
designed to ensure these electors received information to help them understand and participate fully in the 2007 
State election.

To ensure this aspect of the campaign was successful an independent CALD media specialist was engaged.  The 
campaign included advertisements in community languages run in 44 ethnic newspapers and on 103 ethnic radio 
programmes (see Appendix 7 for details). 

The proportion of the elector information campaign budget spent on ethnic advertising was 13% for press and 7% 
for electronic media. These percentages are above the minimum required by New South Wales Government policy.

Election information centre

The NSWEC ran a successful election information centre as an integral part of the elector information campaign.  
For the cost of a local call, people from all over New South Wales could get up to date information and advice from 
experienced, well-trained customer service staff.

The election information centre was based at the NSWEC warehouse in Riverwood and operations began on the 
29 January 2007 to coincide with the elector brochure mailout.

Up to 70 operators were available to answer calls at any one time.  All operators participated in a training session, 
and were provided with an extensive Question and Answer manual, prepared by NSWEC staff, prior to commencing 
their work.

The manual contained information to enable the operators to answer questions regarding:
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•	 how to enrol, update enrolment and check enrolment details;

•	 voting options including pre-poll voting, postal voting and voting on election day;

•	 voting locations in New South Wales, interstate and overseas;

•	 how and where to nominate as a candidate;

•	 how to apply to work as an election official; and

•	 how to find results after the close of the polls.

The election information centre operated from 8.30am to 6pm, Monday to Friday, and from 7.30am to 7pm on 
election day.  It received 208,046 calls from 29 January to 30 March with peaks in call volume during the week before 
election day (19 March to 24 March).  11,393 calls were received on election day itself.

Callers with questions not covered in the manual were referred, in the first instance, to a team supervisor who had 
received additional training.  If the enquiry was of an extremely technical nature it was referred to the appropriate 
staff member at the NSWEC for resolution.

The cost of establishing and running the election information centre was $612,958.  
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Telephone interpreting service

A telephone interpreting service for electors from CALD backgrounds was also provided during the election. 
Advertising in both the ethnic media and in the English language press referred people to this service. The 
Department of Immigration’s Telephone Interpreting Service was engaged to provide multilingual telephone 
interpreter services.

To use this service callers rang a central number and spoke to an operator who arranged for an interpreter in the 
appropriate language to participate in a three-way conversation with the NSWEC election information centre.  This 
allowed callers to receive answers to their particular questions in their own language.

From the delivery of the elector brochure, up to and including election day, the multilingual enquiry service received 
a total of 1,825 calls.

Electronic information

NSWEC website

The NSWEC website (www.elections.nsw.gov.au) was completed prior to the 2007 State election and was a key 
communication tool.

Key stakeholders considered in the redevelopment of the NSWEC website included:

•	 electors;

•	 registered political parties;

•	 candidates;

•	 media; and

•	 general community.

During the election period, key information on the NSWEC website was updated on a daily basis to reflect the 
changing phases and priorities. 

Electoral profiles, including maps and statistical data, were available on the site as were enrolment and postal 
voting application forms.  Electoral district maps displaying the location of polling places, pre-poll voting centres and 
returning officers’ offices were highly utilised by website users.

The results for the Legislative Assembly were shown in various configurations.  These included: 

•	 district summaries;

•	 first preference results from election night;

•	 first preference results post election night;

•	 notional distribution of preferences; and

•	 final preferential count.

The Legislative Council results included detailed reports showing Members elected and the quota of votes won by 
each party.

The website proved to be an invaluable resource as shown below.   

NSWEC virtual tally room

From election night onwards Legislative Assembly and Legislative Council results were available from the 2007  
State election ‘virtual tally room’.  

The virtual tally room was a separate link on the NSWEC website which could be accessed by anyone interested in 
seeing the results as the votes came in.  The results for both Houses were displayed in ‘real time’ through a direct link 
to the website from the NSWEC computer election management application system into which the 93 returning 
officers across the State were entering the results.

On election night the virtual tally room had peaks of over 5,000 unique visitors per hour.

The final results, with a full distribution of preferences for the Legislative Council, were released on the virtual tally 
room on 12 April 2007.   

iRoll

The iRoll project was an initiative developed by the NSWEC and successfully implemented at the 2007 State 
election.

An application was developed to allow the New South Wales electoral roll to be loaded onto a personal digital 
assistant for use by election officials.  The main benefit of this application was that if a person attended a polling place 
and wished to vote as an absent voter the election official could quickly and accurately determine in which district 
the person was enrolled.

There were two aspects of the iRoll use which should be noted.  First, it meant that the number of rejected absent 
votes was reduced.  The reason being that in the past if a person attended a polling place to vote as an absent voter 
it was accepted that they were enrolled in the district they stated.  However, when the declaration envelope arrived 
at the returning officer’s office and a check was done to match the name of the person on the envelope with the 
roll for that district, if they were not on the roll then the vote was not admitted to the count.  In such instances the 
elector was unaware that this had occurred. 

Second, if an elector was not enrolled anywhere in New South Wales, this was verified by checking iRoll.  Previously, 
as election officials did not have access to the State roll, they could not verify an elector’s enrolment outside the 
district. Some in the media misinterpreted this situation and reported it as if mistakes had occurred.  What they did 
not appreciate was that for a variety of reasons a person’s enrolment had lapsed and they were not on the roll for 
any district.  

The AEC, the Electoral Commission Queensland, the Tasmanian Electoral Commission and the Victorian Electoral 
Commission have all bought a number of iRolls and have or will use the iRoll application at their elections.  The 
intention is that all iRolls will be pooled to enable any one of these Commissions to have access to a larger number 
of devices than would otherwise be the case.  The NSWEC has purchased 470 iRolls but because of this pooling 
system had 2,300 iRolls in use at polling places throughout New South Wales on election day.  The available iRolls 
were issued to those polling places near electoral district boundaries or those expected to take a large number of 
absent votes (estimated on the basis of the 2003 figures).

Further information on the iRoll appears at Appendix 9.

Election management application 

Well before the election, the NSWEC developed the computerised election management application (EMA) which  
is made up of an integrated suite of software modules to assist with:

•	 the processing of candidates’ nominations;

•	 recruitment of election officials; 

•	 the issue and receipt of declaration votes;

•	 election results;

•	 processing of enquiries and non-voter excuses;

•	 the processing of public funding of elections and funding disclosure information; and

•	 general election administration.

EMA users completed a training programme in the new system and were provided with user manuals for  
each individual module of the application. 

EMA went live in November 2006 and was of great benefit to NSWEC staff, returning officers and clerical  
assistants in the State election period as it automated many routine clerical tasks. 
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Non-voters

Enrolment and voting at the 2007 State election were compulsory for people who were:

•	 18 years of age or older ;

•	 Australian citizens (or a British subject who was on an Australian electoral roll on 25 January 1984); and

•	 living at their present address for at least the last month.

The NSWEC has an obligation under electoral legislation to issue a penalty notice to an elector indicated in the 
electoral records as having failed to vote.  Following the election, electoral rolls were scanned to identify those  
electors whose names had not been marked off the roll.

In June 2007 the NSWEC sent failure to vote notices to 152,091 electors. This is a decrease of approximately 50,000 
compared with notices sent after the 2003 State election. The notice provides the elector with the options of:

•	 advising, in writing, their reason for not voting;

•	 claiming they did vote and providing details of where they voted;

•	 paying the penalty of $25; or

•	 applying for the matter to be heard by a Court.

Electors are required to reply within 28 days of the issue date of the notice.  If they do not, they are sent a penalty 
reminder notice and if they still fail to respond, the matter is sent to the State Debt Recovery Office for further 
action.

For the first time an online and telephone autopay system was introduced which made it easier for people to pay 
their penalty notice. Following previous elections non-voters were required to send the NSWEC a cheque, money 
order or their credit card details on the back of the penalty notice in order to pay their penalty.  The new system led 
to an improved response from non-voters and an increase in the receipt of penalty fees.  

In 2003 there were 207,000 penalty notices sent compared with 152,091 in 2007.
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Review of performance

Debriefs

Equal Access to Democracy debrief

The NSWEC conducted a debrief with representatives from peak disability consumer and industry organisations on 
Friday, 27 July 2007.  

The debrief was a productive and informative session allowing the NSWEC and the peak disability bodies to review 
the actions implemented at the 2007 State election and exchange views regarding planning for future elections.  Key 
issues discussed at the workshop included:

•	 the importance of giving people the opportunity to vote;

•	 a review of accessibility guidelines for returning officers’ offices, pre-poll voting centres and polling places;

•	 methods for advertising accessibility to provide electors with the most useful information;

•	 transport to polling places for people with a disability; and

•	 eVoting and iVoting options.

The workshops also addressed strategies to continue improving access for electors with disabilities including a 
revision of the Equal Access to Democracy Plan for the 2008 Local Government elections. 

The NSWEC will continue to consult with peak disability consumer and industry organisations through an online 
reference group in the lead up to the 2008 Local Government elections. The online reference group was suggested 
by the peak organisations as being a practical way of ensuring ongoing consultation.  It is intended that issues will be 
raised and discussed via an email network.  The reference group will also assist the NSWEC in distributing important 
information to electors with a disability through the peaks’ networks and newsletters.  

Aboriginal elector information debrief

The NSWEC has reviewed the implementation of the Aboriginal Elector Information Strategy and identified 
additional strategies to further increase Aboriginal involvement.  

The use of Aboriginal networks to distribute election information was a useful means to provide information to 
Aboriginal people.  Further strategies need to be developed to encourage Aboriginal electors to apply to work as 
election officials at future elections.  While many Aboriginal people submitted expression of interest forms at Yabun 
2007, the NSWEC needs to further develop partnerships with organisations such as the Aboriginal Employment 
Strategy to achieve a wider distribution and uptake.   

In early 2008 the NSWEC will establish and convene an Aboriginal Consultative Group consisting of key Aboriginal 
organisations in New South Wales to improve Aboriginal participation at the 2008 Local Government elections.
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Complaints

The NSWEC received 216 written complaints about a variety of election service issues from 29 November 2006 
until 31 May 2007. An overview of some of the complaints is given below.   

This is the first time information regarding complaints has been recorded and reported.  Many of the complaints 
related to the activities of candidates or registered political parties.  Some complainants expected the NSWEC to 
intervene when there was no role for the NSWEC as the activity was not in breach of the Act.

Elector brochure mailout

29 complaints were received by the NSWEC regarding the elector brochure mailout.  The complaints primarily 
raised concerns over the use of date of birth and personal details on the Easy Voting Card.  The NSWEC will review 
whether any future Easy Voting Card will include date of birth.

The reason for including the date of birth was that as a result of legislative change, for the first time, electors’ date of 
birth would be printed on the electoral roll used by election officials.  Election officials were required to ask electors 
their date of birth as one of the statutory questions to be put to electors to establish their entitlement to vote.  
Including date of birth on the Easy Voting Card enabled electors to correct any errors prior to the close of rolls.

Electoral districts

10 complaints were received about electoral districts with most complainants referring to the changes made as a 
result of the redistribution of electoral district boundaries conducted in 2003 - 2004.

Many complaints related to electors’ dissatisfaction with particular district boundaries.  These issues had nothing to 
do with the State election or the NSWEC.

Enrolment details

51 complaints were received regarding enrolment details with the majority of complainants stating that information 
they received contained incorrect details such as their enrolled address or date of birth.  Many of these had arisen 
because electors had not kept their enrolment details up to date over a period of time.

Postal votes

23 complaints were received from electors relating to postal votes.  The two main issues were the delay experienced 
by electors in receiving their postal vote ballot papers and the distribution of postal vote applications by the political 
parties.  

The apparent non-delivery of some postal votes is an ongoing issue. All postal vote applications were processed at 
returning officers’ offices, however, Australia Post remains an important partner in the postal voting system.

An overview of complaints from or about the registered political parties, candidates and the media can be found on 
p59-60. 
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SERVICES TO REGISTERED POLITICAL PARTIES AND CANDIDATES	

Information services

The NSWEC provided all registered political parties and candidates with timely election information and advisory 
services.

In early December 2006, the NSWEC conducted briefing sessions for registered political parties on the election 
process. These sessions provided information such as the election timetable, amendments to the Act, nomination 
procedures, registration of how to vote material and how to access results on election night.

Participants were also provided with an information kit containing general election information as well as more 
specific information relevant to each electoral district.

Representatives from all registered political parties that contested the 2007 State election attended these sessions.

The NSWEC maintained ongoing communication with the registered political parties during the election through 
a series of 15 circulars which provided up to date information, maps of each electoral district and lists of pre-poll 
voting centres and polling places.

Candidates were provided with a detailed Candidates’ Handbook for the House for which they were standing.  This 
contained information on topics such as:  the nomination process, election advertising, registration of how to vote 
materials, electoral offences and election funding requirements.  All handbooks are available on the NSWEC website.

Prior to election day returning officers also held information sessions for candidates to outline the election process 
and clarify any outstanding matters.

Election support services 

Register of political parties

The Act sets out the registration process for political parties and requires the NSWEC to establish and maintain  
a register of them.

In order to be registered a political party must, at the time of registration, meet certain legislative requirements.   
An application must:

•	 set out the name of the registered political party and abbreviation, if relevant; 

•	 set out the name and address of the registered officer and deputy registered officer;

•	 set out the address of the party headquarters in New South Wales; 

•	 be accompanied by a copy of the party’s written constitution;
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•	 set out the names and addresses of at least 750 members who are on the New South Wales electoral roll and 	
	 upon whom the political party relies for the purpose of registration; and

•	 be accompanied by the payment of a registration fee ($2,000) to the NSWEC. 

It is not compulsory to be registered to contest an election, however, registration gives political parties certain 
entitlements.  It allows them to:

•	 nominate candidates through the party’s registered officer or deputy registered officer;

•	 have the party name or its abbreviation printed next to the names of endorsed candidates on the ballot paper;

•	 register election material (including how to vote cards) for distribution on election day;

•	 access electronic copies of the electoral roll; and

•	 be eligible for funding under the Election Funding Act 1981.

At the time of the election there were 18 registered political parties in New South Wales although one of these did 
not stand candidates in 2007. 

The nomination process

The NSWEC placed an advertisement calling for candidate nominations in the Sydney Morning Herald and Daily 
Telegraph on 5 March 2007, the day of the issue of the Writs.  

For the Legislative Assembly a nomination deposit of $250 must accompany the nomination form.   After the 
election the nomination deposit is refunded to the candidate or to the registered officer of the party, if the candidate:

•	 is elected;

•	 has received at least 4% of the total number of first preference votes;

•	 died before the date of the election; or

•	 withdrew the nomination before the close of nominations.

For the Legislative Council, the nomination deposit for a single candidate is $500, however, a fixed amount of $5,000 
applies to a group consisting of between 11 and 21 candidates.   After the election the deposit is refunded to the 
candidate or to the registered officer of the party if:

•	 the candidate is elected;

•	 one of the candidates in the group of which he or she is a member is elected;

•	 the candidate or the group of which he or she is a member has received at least 4% of the  
	 total number of first preference votes;

•	 the candidate died before the date of the election; or

•	 the candidate withdrew the nomination before the close of nominations.
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Returning officers provided prospective Legislative Assembly candidates with a kit that included:

•	 Handbook for parties and candidates – Legislative Assembly Election 2007

•	 Handbook for scrutineers – State Election 2007

•	 Election funding candidate fact sheet

•	 Application to register electoral material

•	 Notice of appointment of official agent

•	 Copy of the election timetable

•	 Map of electoral district

•	 Electorate profile for the district

•	 List of polling places

•	 List of declared institutions

•	 Printed reference list of electors for electoral district 

•	 Request for electronic list of electors enrolled for the district

•	 Appointment of scrutineer form

•	 Election funding receipt book

•	 Election funding acknowledgement book

Candidates, parties and groups standing for the Legislative Council received a kit containing:

•	 Handbook for parties, groups and candidates - Legislative Council Election 2007

•	 Handbook for scrutineers – State Election 2007

•	 Election funding candidate fact sheet

•	 Application to register electoral material

•	 Notice of appointment of official agent

•	 Copy of the election timetable

•	 Request for electronic list of electors enrolled for the State

•	 Request for electronic list of polling places and declared institutions

•	 Appointment of scrutineer form

•	 Election funding receipt book

•	 Election funding acknowledgement book

In 2007 registered political parties were able for the first time to submit their candidate nominations in bulk at the 
NSWEC by noon on the day before nominations closed, or they could do what individual candidates do and that is 
submit each candidate’s nomination with the returning officer in each district by noon on the following day.  

The close of nominations for registered political parties lodging bulk nominations was noon, 7 March 2007, and that 
for individual candidates was noon, 8 March 2007.
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Nominations were processed on receipt and details loaded directly into EMA.

The Parliamentary Electorates and Elections Amendment (Child Sexual Offences Disclosures) Act 2006 introduced a new 
requirement as part of the nomination process.  All candidates had to declare whether they had been:

•	 convicted of the murder of a child or a child sexual offence;

•	 the subject of proceedings for such an offence; or

•	 the subject of an apprehended violence order for the purposes of protecting a child from sexual assault.

If a person failed to complete this declaration their nomination was invalid.  Making a false declaration deliberately is 
a criminal offence (maximum penalty up to 5 years imprisonment), and if a candidate is elected and then convicted 
of making a false declaration, he or she will be disqualified from sitting in Parliament pursuant to section 13A of the 
Constitution Act 1902.

The declaration of all candidates was posted on the NSWEC website.  Following the return of the Writs, the 
declarations of those candidates elected to the Parliament were provided to the Commission of Children and  
Young People for audit, as specified in the legislation.  

Candidates

The NSWEC received 537 nominations for the Legislative Assembly, a decrease of 123 candidates compared to 
the 660 candidates who contested the Legislative Assembly election in 2003.  There were 333 candidates who 
contested the Legislative Council election in 2007 compared with 284 candidates in 2003.  Comparative information 
is provided below.

For the 2007 Legislative Assembly election, the Australian Labor Party stood 93 candidates, the Liberal Party 73 
candidates, the Greens 93 candidates and the National Party 20 candidates.  78 candidates stood that were not 
endorsed by any registered political party, compared with 97 at the 2003 election.

For the 2007 Legislative Council election the Australian Labor Party stood 18 candidates, the Liberal Party/Nationals 
15 candidates and the Greens 21 candidates.  Seven candidates stood as ungrouped candidates.  

Electoral material including the registration of how to vote cards

Electoral material includes how to vote cards, handbills, pamphlets and notices.

Registered political parties, candidates, groups, organisations and individuals may distribute electoral material, including 
how to vote cards, during the course of an election. 

There are legislative requirements that govern the distribution of such material from the issue of the Writs.  These 
are that: 

•	 all electoral material, including how to vote cards, must have printed at the bottom the name and address of 	
	 the person who authorised the material and the name and address of the printer ; and

•	 the material must not mislead a person in the casting of their vote. 

There are additional legislative requirements regarding electoral material, including how to vote cards, to be 
distributed on election day. These are that: 

•	 only electoral material registered by the Electoral Commissioner can be distributed; 

•	 applications to register such material may be made from 12 noon on nomination day and before 5pm  
	 on the day that is eight days before election day (the Friday in the second week before election day);

•	 a sample or draft of the material must be provided with the application;

•	 the application must specify the electoral district(s) where the material will be distributed; and

•	 where the material includes a representation, partial representation or purported representation of a ballot 		
	 paper, then certain other requirements must be met. The NSWEC will discuss these matters with the applicant 	
	 if the material does not satisfy these provisions. 

Information about the registration of how to vote cards was provided:

•	 to registered political parties at briefings held prior to the election;

•	 to candidates in the kit provided by returning officers; and

•	 via the NSWEC website.

In 2007 registered political parties and candidates were required to submit their materials for distribution on election 
day to the NSWEC no later than 5pm, Friday, 16 March 2007.
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Provision of electoral roll to candidates

Registered political parties that requested a copy of the New South Wales electoral roll were sent an electronic 
copy after the close of roll at 6pm on Monday, 5 March 2007.

Once the nomination process had been competed, candidates could submit a written request for an electronic copy 
of the roll.  Candidates for the Legislative Assembly were provided with an electoral roll for the electoral district they 
were contesting.  Candidates for the Legislative Council received an electoral roll for the State. 

Review of performance

Debriefs

The NSWEC evaluated the services it provided to registered political parties by arranging for an independent 
survey of the scrutineers and registered political parties, including interviews with representatives from five parties 
(Australian Labor Party, Liberal Party, National Party, The Greens and the Christian Democrats) and used a mailout/
self-complete/mail back method for 12 minor parties (including the Australian Democrats, Australians Against 
Further Immigration, Horse Riders Party, Outdoor Recreation Party etc).  Six of these 12 parties responded to the 
survey.

The evaluation covered key areas including the provision of information to candidates/parties, the voter information 
campaign, the elector brochure mailout, the performance of returning officers, and overall service to candidates/
parties in responding to questions during the election period.

The feedback from these election stakeholders and participants was taken into account in evaluating the NSWEC’s 
management of the 2007 State election and will assist the planning of future elections.

Services to registered political parties

Overall the registered political parties indicated they were satisfied with the NSWEC’s performance and thought it 
was of a very high standard, being both professional and very responsive to their needs. 

The following areas were identified by the parties as positive:

•	 the overall speed and responsiveness of service;

•	 professionalism of service;

•	 availability of election officials, especially the Electoral Commissioner;

•	 information available on the NSWEC website - maps, electoral district profiles, polling place locations, forms, 	
	 and timeliness of election results on the website; and

•	 the election information centre and associated services.
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Pre-election

Parties found the pre-election information sessions and handbooks to be very informative and useful.  The timeliness 
of responding to questions by the NSWEC and Electoral Commissioner was assessed as excellent, with parties 
describing the Electoral Commissioner as being accessible at all times.

The elector brochure mailout, informing electors of their electoral district and including an Easy Voting Card, was 
seen to be a good concept and ‘moving down the right track of authenticating the voter’.  

The voter information campaign was rated positively by the parties.  Due to the complexity of the optional 
preferential voting system, parties suggested improvements could be made to the ‘how to vote’ phase of the 
campaign to better explain how to cast a formal vote for the Legislative Council election.  

These suggestions will be taken into consideration for future campaigns.

Pre-poll voting

Pre-poll voting services received mixed reactions from the parties with services being seen by some as highly 
improved whereas others complained about inconsistencies in hours of operation causing some confusion for 
electors.

Election day 

Overall parties were satisfied with the selection and location of polling places.  Parties raised the issue of 
communication from the NSWEC regarding changes to polling place locations.  These concerns will be taken into 
consideration by the NSWEC at future elections.

The use of iRoll was seen as a positive innovation to correctly identify the electoral districts of absent voters. 

Parties considered the NSWEC virtual tally room to be an excellent resource on election night.  Most parties did 
not attend the tally room relying instead on the virtual tally room for their updated results. 

Overall there was general support from major political parties for not continuing the use of the actual tally room 
at future elections.  Minor parties were split on the issue as some viewed the tally room as a media opportunity 
allowing coverage that they would be unable to generate themselves on election night.

Complaints about political parties and candidates 

In the lead up to the election, the NSWEC received numerous phone complaints and 46 written complaints about 
registered political parties and candidates.  Where people rang the NSWEC election information centre or head 
office directly with a complaint, the complaint was handled by the appropriate NSWEC officer. Complaints dealt  
with issues including:

How to vote material and postal voting applications

23 complaints were received about how to vote materials and political advertising.  Complaints covered a variety of 
areas including the authorisation details not being printed on election posters, and the placing of election posters on 
trees, telegraph poles etc.
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Another issue raised by complainants was the distribution of postal vote applications by the registered political 
parties and/or candidates.  There was a degree of confusion as some people thought the material had come from 
the NSWEC and that the NSWEC had accepted ‘advertising’ from the registered political parties and/or candidates.  
Others queried why the application was to be returned to a registered political party or candidate and not the 
NSWEC.    

Party workers

Complaints were received regarding party workers handing out how to vote material outside polling places and 
speaking to electors while they were waiting to vote.  Although registered political parties must register the material 
distributed on election day, the NSWEC has no discretion in the manner in which they are distributed.

Party and candidate workers are generally well behaved at polling places, although at a few polling places some party 
or candidate workers became more exuberant in their canvassing.

Complaints about the NSWEC by candidates at the 2007 State election 

Mr Greg Best, candidate for Wyong, submitted how to vote material for registration with the NSWEC prior to 
the election.  Registration of some of that material was refused based on the Electoral Commissioner’s view that it 
contained obscene or offensive language, which is a ground for refusal under the Act.

Mr Best took the NSWEC to the Supreme Court in an attempt to overturn the Electoral Commissioner’s decision.  
The Supreme Court upheld the decision and the item was not registered for distribution at polling places on 
election day. 

It should be noted that other how to vote material submitted by Mr Best was registered for distribution on  
election day.
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SERVICES TO THE MEDIA

The media are a primary source of information to the community during an election. In preparation for the 2007 
State election the NSWEC sought to actively engage the media to improve elector awareness and understanding 
of the electoral process.

The NSWEC established a small team to answer media enquiries and assist the media by providing press releases 
on key election processes.  It provided 16 media releases during the course of the election on topics ranging from 
enrolment, nominations, how to vote, recruitment of election officials and the counting of the votes.  The media 
releases were distributed to over 360 media outlets throughout New South Wales through the Australian Associated 
Press MediaNet service.  See Appendix 10 for a list of media releases issued.

Information provided to the media

During the course of the election the Electoral Commissioner was interviewed on 94 occasions by 43 radio stations 
(including 18 regional stations), 2 television stations and 2 newspapers.

Interview topics included:

•	 enrolment;

•	 elector information campaign;

•	 voting (pre-poll, postal and election day);

•	 electoral district boundaries;

•	 issue of the Writs;

•	 nominations;

•	 preferences;

•	 how to vote correctly; and

•	 vote counting processes.

The NSWEC provided further news information to media outlets including:

Television:  ABN 2, ATN 7, TCN 9, Network 10, SBS TV, Sky TV and WIN TV.

Radio:  Sydney metropolitan and state-wide regional, ABC, SBS, Koori Radio and community language radio.

Newspapers:  Sydney Morning Herald, Daily Telegraph, The Australian Financial Review, The Australian, Sunday Telegraph, 
Sun-Herald and a number of regional and suburban newspapers.

Independent research commissioned by the NSWEC found that the Electoral Commissioner was regarded very 
favourably by the media as an informative communicator.  It was difficult, however, to accommodate all requests.
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Information kit

The NSWEC produced an information kit as a resource for the media and professional election analysts.  The kit 
contained clear and accurate information about the electoral process.

It contained:

•	 information on the composition of the Legislative Assembly and Legislative Council;

•	 background to the redistribution of the electoral district boundaries; and

•	 comprehensive profiles of each New South Wales electoral district, including the swing needed for the seat 		
	 to change hands, an historical profile of the district’s Members of Parliament and a statistical profile based on 	
	 the Australian Bureau of Statistics 2001 Census data.

The kit was distributed to a number of media outlets, registered political parties, interstate Electoral Commissions, 
certain libraries and election officials.  An extract from the kit is attached at Appendix 11.

The tally room

The tally room, located at Acer Arena, Sydney Olympic Park, Homebush Bay, provided a central point for the display 
of election results on election night.  

Transforming this venue into the central results point on election night was a resource intensive activity, which 
included installing and testing the electronic tally board, computer equipment and telecommunication lines.  Space 
was allocated for media organisations and registered political parties.  

Four large screens were placed across the floor at the end of the main arena behind the TV broadcast positions.  
These displayed the progressive first preference figures for each electoral district.  Major television networks 
presented their election coverage from temporary sets constructed on the arena floor with the tally room electronic 
screens used as their backdrop.

The tally room cost $391,235 to establish and operate including venue hire, security, communication and technical 
expenses. Television and radio networks met the cost of constructing their own sets on the tally room floor.

On election night the tally room was attended by major media organisations including:

•	 ABC, ATN 7, TCN 9, Network 10, SBS TV and Sky TV;

•	 2GB, 2UE, SBS radio; and

•	 New South Wales and national print media organisations.

The ABC was the only television station to do a full broadcast from the tally room on election night.  For the first 
time TCN 9 did not do a full broadcast.

Registered political parties, politicians and interstate election officials were invited to attend the tally room but for 
security and budgetary considerations the general public were not.  The main political leaders were not present at 
the tally room.
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Electronic transmission of election results

After the close of voting on election night, each polling place manager phoned their electoral district returning 
officer to advise the first preference count figures for candidates contesting the Legislative Assembly and the first 
preferences for groups contesting the Legislative Council. 

Those figures were entered by each returning officer into EMA and the results were transmitted to the tally room. 
The progressive first preference figures for each electoral district were displayed on the electronic screens at the 
tally room. 

The results were fed to the major television networks and they were simultaneously displayed on the NSWEC 
virtual tally room.  Media attending the tally room had a WIFI capability available for computer connection to the 
NSWEC results website.

Voting figures started to come through from smaller polling places just after 6pm with 270 polling places returning 
results between 6pm and 7pm.  Over 70% of polling places (1863) returned results between 7pm and 9pm while  
32 polling places provided results after 11pm.

The future of the tally room

The tally room was not well attended by registered political parties, political leaders or the media on election night, 
and the increasing use of the internet as the primary source of election results calls into question the need for an 
expensive central results location.  Consequently the NSWEC proposes not having a tally room at the next State 
election in 2011.
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Review of performance

Debrief

Following the election a media audit was conducted by the contracted media consultants, who interviewed selected 
journalists from television, radio and the print media, to evaluate the information services provided by the NSWEC.

Overall the journalists interviewed recognised an improved commitment to open communication by the NSWEC 
as evidenced by the provision of the information kit, media releases and up to date information on the website.  
Journalists also commented positively on the preparedness of the Electoral Commissioner to be interviewed on all 
aspects of the electoral process.

The journalists interviewed commented on the usefulness of the information kit, with regional journalists in particular 
saying the background information for each electoral district was beneficial.

The NSWEC website was an important source of information and was frequently accessed by journalists during 
the election period.  Some journalists’ comments suggest that the useability of the website could be improved to 
provide easier access to information, results being updated more frequently and a greater focus on results in marginal 
electoral districts.

The political neutrality of the NSWEC was noted.

Complaints about the media

During the course of the election the NSWEC received only one complaint about the media. The NSWEC has no 
jurisdiction over the media, and this complainant was referred to the Australian Broadcasting Tribunal.
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NSWEC OPERATIONS

Election personnel

Returning officers

In 2006 the NSWEC conducted a recruitment drive across New South Wales to secure the services of suitable 
people to fill the role of returning officer at the 2007 State election.  It was considered prudent to select and train 
more people than positions so that if those ultimately appointed as a returning officer were unable to take up their 
appointment, a suitable replacement could readily be found.  

Following a merit-based interview process over 100 people were selected to participate in the training component.  
This involved attending a one day induction session, a four day training seminar on the election processes and 
procedures, and 1½ day training session on the computerised election management application and finance-related 
issues.

Based on their performance in assessments done in the training period and their past experience, the NSWEC 
appointed 93 people as returning officers to conduct the election in each of the Legislative Assembly districts.  This 
selection process ensures the most capable people are appointed.

Under the Act the Electoral Commissioner performs the role of returning officer for the Legislative Council where 
the whole State is considered a single electoral district.

Returning officers were responsible for issuing pre-poll and postal votes, receiving candidates’ nominations, and 
organising staff and polling places for election day.  On election day they were responsible for the conduct of the 
election and the counting of votes in their district.

See Appendix 12 for a list of the 93 returning officers.

Support for the returning officers

Office setup

An important part of a returning officer’s duties is to establish an appropriate office within their district from which 
they will conduct the election.  All returning officers had secured their office premises by January 2007, and were 
working full-time in their offices from 19 February 2007.  These offices were open to the public from Thursday, 
1 March 2007.

The NSWEC provided a range of services and materials to returning officers to assist them in establishing their 
offices.  Communications, including computer and telephone connections, were installed in late January and by 
early February all returning officers had received their office supplies including computer equipment, stationery and 
voting materials. Preparation and distribution of these materials was a large logistical exercise managed through the 
NSWEC warehouse premises at Riverwood. 
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Returning officer manual and diary

To assist returning officers in their day to day duties each returning officer was provided with a detailed manual and 
diary to ensure consistent application of the procedures associated with the election.

Returning officer support officers

The NSWEC established a group of ten returning officer support officers (ROSOs) to provide returning officers 
with advice on complex issues.  These ROSOs were very experienced staff who were nonetheless provided with 
training relevant to the procedures to be implemented at the 2007 election.   The ROSOs were located at the 
NSWEC and acted as the point of contact between the returning officers and NSWEC staff.  

This approach was adopted to improve consistency in advice being provided to returning officers, and as a 
consequence ensure that advice provided by returning officers to registered political parties, candidates and 
scrutineers was the same across the State.  

Each ROSO was responsible for a specified team of returning officers (the majority had nine with three ROSOs 
having ten).  This assistance was available from November 2006 with a smaller team of ROSOs available on a rotating 
roster and then full-time from February until April 2007. 

Help desk

A separate ‘IT help desk’ was also established.  Four NSWEC staff members were trained to provide assistance to 
returning officers with IT-related queries particularly in relation to the operation of the EMA system.

Centralised account payment system

For the first time the NSWEC centralised the payment of all accounts associated with the election ranging from 
returning officers’ office rent and utilities to stationery and cleaning.   The system was also used to pay all election 
staff including those employed on election day and allowed the majority of accounts to be paid by electronic funds 
transfer in a timely manner. 

At previous State elections returning officers were individually responsible for the payment of accounts that they 
incurred during the election period.  This new approach relieved the returning officers of time consuming finance-
related tasks and allowed them to focus on other priorities.  

This centralised account payment system proved successful and will be used in future elections as it provided 
efficiency gains and established a sound auditable payment process.
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Recruitment 

Employment of staff at returning officers’ offices

All returning officers were responsible for the employment of administrative staff to work in their offices. Where 
possible, returning officers in areas with large numbers of people from CALD communities employed multilingual 
staff.

The roles performed by staff in returning officers’ offices included:

•	 processing candidates’ nominations;

•	 taking pre-poll votes;

•	 processing and issuing postal votes;

•	 answering queries from candidates and the general public;

•	 staffing polling places; and

•	 counting votes.

Employment of election officials

Approximately 16,500 election officials were employed to work at polling places throughout New South Wales on 
election day.

The returning officers recruited election officials who had worked at previous elections and from applications 
received by the NSWEC prior to the election.  The NSWEC wrote to electors who had previously worked as an 
election official at a New South Wales election inviting them to complete an expression of interest form.  

Applicants were able to submit their applications online through the NSWEC staffing website. The recruitment 
website was integrated with the NSWEC EMA system minimising double-handling of applications and allowing the 
returning officers direct access to applications for their electoral district.

Of the 30,000 people who expressed interest in working, approximately 14,500 were selected through the NSWEC 
staffing website.

The work performance of all election officials was evaluated by polling place managers after election day to assess 
the suitability of staff for future employment.  

Measures to ensure election officials’ impartiality

When submitting either an online expression of interest or a written application, prospective election officials were 
made aware of the NSWEC’s commitment to performing election functions with complete impartiality in a politically 
sensitive environment.  

Applicants were informed that people who were, or were seen to be, active in political affairs may compromise the 
strict political neutrality of the NSWEC and could not be considered for employment.

Applicants were also informed that any real or possible conflict of interest must be disclosed prior to accepting 
employment as an election official.
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Service providers 

In 2006 and 2007 the NSWEC entered into contracts with a range of specialist service providers.  Contractors were 
selected after competitive tendering processes in line with New South Wales Government requirements, and taking 
into account the level and quality of service and value for money they could provide. 

Services contracted by the NSWEC for the 2007 State election included:

•	 programme management;

•	 website redevelopment;

•	 information technology development and support;

•	 voter information campaign;

•	 NSWEC election information centre operations;

•	 printing of ballot papers and other election materials;

•	 tally room construction and operation of the electronic tally board;

•	 mail-house services; and

•	 facilitation for the Equal Access to Democracy Plan.

See Appendix 13 for the list of service providers.

Legislative Council arrangements

The Australian Electoral Commission involvement 

Following the 2003 State election, it was recognised that the demands placed on returning officers to count the 
Legislative Assembly ballot papers, as well as process the Legislative Council ballot papers within the strict time lines 
stipulated under the Act, created unacceptable risks to the integrity of the count of the Legislative Council ballot 
papers.

To enable returning officers to concentrate their efforts on obtaining a result for the Legislative Assembly election, 
it was decided to decentralise the count of the Legislative Council ballot papers by establishing regional counting 
centres (RCCs).  Ballot papers marked above the line with a single preference or those following a registered how to 
vote card were sent to the RCCs. 

A Memorandum of Understanding was signed in May 2006 between NSWEC and the AEC for the AEC to provide 
staff to undertake the following election services:

•	 receive election materials from polling places on behalf of the returning officer on election night; 

•	 conduct the initial sort and count of absent votes on the Sunday following election day; and 

•	 manage 50 RCCs where the Legislative Council ballot papers would go through a rigorous sorting and 		
	 counting process.
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The cost of engaging the AEC to provide these services was $1,078,941.

A Working Party comprising senior NSWEC and AEC officers was established to identify the administrative and 
operational arrangements for the provision of these election services.  A training programme was developed and 
delivered by NSWEC training officers to all AEC staff involved in the election activities.

Returning officers reported that the assistance provided by the AEC staff in the return of polling place materials 
and the absent votes activities was of substantial benefit to them, enabling them to concentrate on the Legislative 
Assembly ballot papers. 

The RCC concept was a successful innovation, largely meeting NSWEC expectations and those of stakeholders in 
terms of the timely delivery of accurately counted ballot papers to the centralised counting centre. 

The process for determining the Legislative Council result took place without incident or complaint from 
stakeholders, and the count was achieved in record time by staff working during the Easter period.

The Joint Standing Committee on Electoral Matters

In December 2004, the Joint Standing Committee on Electoral Matters (JSCEM) inquired into various aspects of the 
administration of the 2003 State election.  A particular area of concern, as identified by the JSCEM, was the lack of a 
robust software development and testing methodology for the count of the Legislative Council ballot papers.

The NSWEC implemented a robust approach to manage the improvements to the software and the counting 
processes.

An operational test plan was developed, and there were two full-scale rounds of operational testing undertaken on 
site which simulated a ‘live’ count.

Improvements on the 2003 Legislative Council election arrangements

The following initiatives were implemented for the 2007 Legislative Council election to improve arrangements for 
the count of the ballot papers:

•	 Enhancements to the software were critical to the reliability and stability of the application during the data 		
	 entry and counting phases of the election. Accordingly, all resources necessary were placed at the disposal of 	
	 the development team, and the extent of testing undertaken was unprecedented;

•	 Extensive operational testing was undertaken to simulate a ‘live count’ environment.  This proved invaluable as a 	
	 means of testing operational processes, and as a training exercise for all staff at data entry supervisor level and 	
	 above who would be entering data on election night;

•	 The establishment of a Working Party comprising senior NSWEC and AEC staff assured a successful 		
	 implementation of the RCC concept, the development of procedural material, the training of AEC staff and the 	
	 functioning of the RCCs;

•	 The introduction of RCCs and using full-time, experienced AEC staff proved to be a success and achieved its 	
	 major goals of freeing up the returning officers to enable them to concentrate on the Legislative Assembly 		
	 election, and reducing the number of ballot papers returned to the CCC for data entry;
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•	 Wherever possible the RCCs were established in a returning officer’s office.  This produced economies of 		
	 scale and created efficiencies as the AEC staff and returning officers were able to share equipment and work 	
	 closely together; and

•	 The lease of the 4,300m2 warehouse at Riverwood assured that all activities associated with the organisation 	
	 of 	the election, the operational testing of the software and the data entry of ballot papers were conducted in  
	 a much more user-friendly environment than in 2003 when two separate facilities were used to process, data 	
	 enter and store ballot papers.

Counting the votes

Election night

Once voting finished at 6pm the doors of all polling places were locked so that ballot boxes could be opened and 
ballot papers sorted and counted in the presence of scrutineers.  

Legislative Assembly ballot papers

First preferences
Legislative Assembly ballot papers were counted for first preference for each candidate and informal votes on 
election night. The results of the count at each polling place were phoned through to the returning officers, who then 
entered the results into EMA. The results for each district, which were recorded and updated in real time, were sent 
to the electronic tally board at the tally room, to the NSWEC virtual tally room, and to the media.   

Notional distribution
Prior to election day, the Electoral Commissioner decides the two candidates in each district most likely to be 
remaining in the count after the votes of less successful candidates have been distributed.  This is referred to as the 
notional distribution of preferences.

This notional distribution has no official status and is merely intended to give the candidates, registered political 
parties and media an early indication of the likely result of the count at each polling place.  In determining which 
candidates were to be selected for this notional count, the Electoral Commissioner consulted the main registered 
political parties and Antony Green, the ABC election analyst.

The results of the notional count from each polling place were phoned through to the returning officers who then 
entered the results into EMA where they were transmitted to the tally room, the virtual tally room, and the media. 

In four districts (Epping, Maitland, Newcastle and Vaucluse) the candidates selected for the two candidate preferred 
count were out-polled by other candidates on election night.  However, as each polling place had received 
instructions to follow the notional distribution it was not possible to make changes on election night.  

Legislative Council ballot papers

The Legislative Council ballot papers were counted at polling places on election night for above the line first 
preferences.  These results were phoned through to the returning officer who entered the information into EMA for 
forwarding to the tally room.
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Post election night

Legislative Assembly

Check count
On the Sunday following election day all returning officers conducted a check count of all the Legislative Assembly 
ballot papers counted at polling places on election night.  The check count occurs at the returning officer’s office 
with scrutineers able to attend. 

Full distribution of preferences
To be elected to the Legislative Assembly, a candidate must receive an absolute majority (50% +1) of the formal 
votes. After election night a full distribution of preferences was conducted for each polling place by the returning 
officer regardless of whether a candidate received an absolute majority of first preference votes.

Those ballot papers on which only a first preference is shown cannot be distributed and are set aside. Ballot papers 
set aside are said to be exhausted and do not remain in the count. This reduces the number of votes remaining in 
the count and therefore the number of votes required to be elected.

The candidate with the fewest votes is eliminated and his/her ballot papers are distributed to the remaining 
candidates according to the next available preference shown on them.  The distribution process is repeated, with 
one candidate eliminated at a time, until one candidate has more than half the number of the votes remaining in the 
count. The full distribution of preferences for each district is included in the results section of this report.  See pp145-
349.

Recounts
Candidates are entitled to request a recount of all ballot papers for a district.  The NSWEC may also decide to 
conduct a recount if the final result is close. Recounts are conducted on a district-wide basis not by individual polling 
places.

During a recount all ballot papers are recounted and any scrutineer can challenge the formality of a ballot paper.  
The returning officer will determine this matter and his or her view is final.  

Recounts were conducted for two districts:  Lake Macquarie and Port Stephens.  In both cases, the recount 
confirmed the outcome of the previous count although there were slight variations in the final number of votes 
achieved by the candidates.

Two party preferred vote
The two party preferred vote is always done between the Labor and Liberal/National parties.

The two party preferred vote is obtained for information purposes only.  It provides a measure of the support for 
the parties most likely to form government and shows by district, and for the State as a whole, how the notional 
distribution of preferences was divided between the main parties, taking into account the preference for these 
parties shown by people who voted first for minor parties or independents.  
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The two party preferred vote was calculated in the following way:

•	 A notional distribution of preferences was conducted in all districts between the two candidates considered 	
	 prior to election day as most likely to be the two final candidates after preferences were distributed.  In 		
	 the majority of cases one of those two candidates was from the Labor Party and the other from the Liberal 	
	 or 	National Party.  Where these candidates proved to be the final two candidates, the notional count on 		
	 election night constituted the two party preferred count;

•	 In cases where the two selected candidates proved not to be the two final candidates, or where one or both 	
	 of the two selected candidates was from a minor party or an independent, a further notional count was 		
	 conducted between the two candidates from the Labor Party and the Liberal and National Parties; and

•	 The two party preferred vote for the State as a whole was 52.26% Labor and 47.74% Liberal/Nationals.   
	 This distribution was not uniform throughout the State.

Legislative Council 

Regional counting centres
Following election day, Legislative Council ballot papers were transferred to one of the 50 RCCs for the recount of 
first preferences.  These centres were managed by experienced AEC staff and the ballot papers were counted by 
polling place for each district.  Most RCCs employed in excess of 20 staff to assist with the count, and scrutineers 
were in attendance during the counting, batching and packaging of ballot papers.

Details of the count of ballot papers marked above the line were sent to the CCC at Riverwood for data entry into 
a purpose-built computer application designed to produce the final results for the Legislative Council election. 

Ballot papers marked below the line were sorted and sent to the CCC where they were individually entered into 
EMA.

See Appendix 14 for a list of the Regional Counting Centres.

Central counting centre
Data entry of ballot papers commenced on Wednesday, 28 March. There were two eight hour data entry shifts, each 
shift using 140 staff.  A total of 728,627 ballot papers were returned for data entry, representing 18% of the total 
votes cast.  In 2003, 1.75 million ballot papers, representing 45% of the votes cast, were data entered.  

The above the line counts conducted at the RCCs significantly reduced the number of Legislative Council ballot 
papers which needed to be sent to the CCC.  Scrutineers from the major parties were in attendance during data 
entry and the distribution of preferences.

Data entry was completed on Easter Saturday, 7 April and the count (the distribution of preferences) using the 
NSWEC vote counting software was conducted on Tuesday, 11 April before candidates, registered political party 
representatives and the media.

The results for the Legislative Council were achieved in record time and without any criticism or complaint.
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Processing declaration votes

Absent, postal, pre-poll and declared institution votes were checked and counted at returning officers’ offices.

Declaration votes are all votes other than ‘ordinary votes’ (those cast by electors voting in their own district on 
election day). They are called declaration votes because the elector makes a declaration stating his or her entitlement 
to vote, which is then checked by the NSWEC to determine whether the vote should be admitted to the count. 
There are several different types of declaration votes, and the method of processing each type varies:

•	 Postal votes were cast by electors who had applied to vote by post and who had been sent ballot papers by 	
	 the NSWEC. Postal voters placed the ballot papers in the declaration envelope and posted it back to their 		
	 electoral district returning officer where the declarations were checked against their application.

•	 Pre-poll votes were cast at pre-poll voting centres in the two weeks prior to election day. The majority of pre-	
	 poll voting centres were in operation from Monday, 12 March 2007.  Electors make a written declaration that 	
	 they are eligible for a pre-poll vote based on criteria set out in the Act.  Pre-poll votes cast outside the elector’s 	
	 district were forwarded to the declaration vote exchange at the NSWEC warehouse where they were sorted 	
	 into districts and then forwarded to the appropriate returning officer for counting.

•	 Declared institution votes were taken by polling teams who visited these facilities on the Monday, Tuesday or 	
	 Wednesday before election day.

•	 Absent votes were cast by electors at polling places outside their own districts on election day.  After election 	
	 day, the declaration envelopes containing the ballot papers were sent to the declaration vote exchange where 	
	 they were sorted into districts and forwarded to the appropriate returning officer for counting.

•	 Section votes were cast on election day by electors, whose name could not be found on the electoral roll, 		
	 but who declared that they were entitled to vote. After election day, the declaration envelopes enclosing 		
	 the ballot papers were sent to the declaration vote exchange at the NSWEC warehouse where they were 		
	 sorted according to district and then forwarded to the appropriate returning officer for checking against 		
	 the roll to ensure an elector was entitled to vote.  Provided these details were correct, the vote was admitted 	
	 to the count.  

The use of iRoll at all pre-poll voting centres meant that the enrolment details of electors could be checked prior to 
the issue of ballot papers to ensure that they received the correct ballot papers for the district in which they were 
enrolled.

767,036 declaration votes were admitted to the count in 2007 compared with 642,252 declarations admitted to 
the count in 2003.  The reason for the lower figure in 2003 reflects the fact that although electors thought they 
were enrolled in a particular district and were allowed to cast a declaration vote, when these votes were ultimately 
checked against the roll for each district by the returning officer, many were found to be incorrect and accordingly 
the votes were not admitted to the count.  Having iRoll available on the day means that there is less chance of this 
occurring.  
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Return of the Writs

The Writs were returned to the Cabinet Secretariat on Thursday, 12 April 2007 and formally received by the 
Governor of New South Wales, Her Excellency, Professor Marie Bashir AC, CVO on Wednesday, 2 May 2007. 

Review of performance

Debrief

Returning officers

As part of the election evaluation process the NSWEC conducted debriefing sessions with returning officers 
throughout New South Wales. 

Returning officers were asked to comment, by way of discussion and feedback forms, on a range of topics including 
office accommodation, recruitment, training, nomination procedures, polling places, pre-poll and postal voting, 
election day and EMA.  Returning officers provided the NSWEC with positive feedback on initiatives and practices 
which were successfully implemented and strategies to improve election services in future.

Returning officers appreciated the training sessions, materials and additional support provided by the NSWEC prior 
to and during the election period.  The possibility of providing online training modules in the lead up to the election 
period was also raised. 

Securing office accommodation which both met the NSWEC guidelines and was located in appropriate places 
within the district was an issue for a number of returning officers in particular areas of the State.  This was a 
challenge in the greater Sydney area as many building owners were not prepared to enter into short term rentals 
(3 – 4 months).  It was also difficult for returning officers in some coastal areas to lease office accommodation in 
preferred areas.

Returning officers in rural and regional areas identified the need to recognise the difference in the conduct of 
elections in those areas compared with those in metropolitan areas. The size of rural and regional electoral districts 
gives rise to unique logistical challenges. The possible implementation of additional support practices for returning 
officers in these areas will be examined prior to the next State election.

Another issue raised by returning officers was the increasing number of postal votes means there is an extra 
administrative burden being placed on staff at returning officers’ offices.  

Polling place managers

Polling place managers were also asked to complete a feedback form to assist the NSWEC in its review of the 
running of election day activities.  Polling place managers provided constructive feedback on polling place furniture 
and materials, election official training, vote issuing and counting procedures, iRoll and assistance to electors.

Polling place managers in facilities where iRoll was used were impressed with the initiative and the ability it gave 
election officials to assist electors voting outside their electoral districts.  Many thought iRoll could be used more 
extensively in future elections.
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Polling place managers responded positively to the extra training programmes and materials provided.  Constructive 
comments on further improvements to training were offered including the possibility of an online training module for 
election officials issuing declaration votes.

Polling place managers in areas of large CALD communities reported that they received positive feedback from 
electors on the multilingual guide which was available.  Polling place managers also found it a useful tool to assist 
these electors.

A possible review of the Legislative Council ballot box design was raised as a further improvement.  If the slot in the 
ballot box was made larger it would mean that electors would not have to fold the ballot paper as many times.  This 
would assist election officials counting the ballot papers as it would speed up the unfolding and sorting process. 

In planning for the 2007 State election, the NSWEC decided that the best use of resources would be to have 
combined voting tables at polling places in the Sydney metropolitan area.  This meant that rather than have election 
officials issuing ordinary votes in one area and others issuing declaration votes in another area, electors could vote 
in either way at every table.  The rationale for adopting this approach was that if there was a dedicated table for 
declaration votes there would be queues for the other tables issuing ordinary votes only.  However the use of 
combined tables did not work smoothly in many polling places and will be re-examined prior to the next election.  

Polling place managers stated that there needs to be better adherence to the rules by party workers and candidates 
handing out how to vote material at the polling place and the display of posters around the polling place on election 
day. 

Election officials

A random sample of 8,000 election officials from all districts was selected and invited by email to participate in an 
online survey about their experience at the election.  Using a rating system, election officials were asked to evaluate 
a variety of topics including venue size, access, training, staffing, hours of work, iRoll and areas for improvement.  Over 
5,000 responded and this information has been analysed by the NSWEC.  

Overall feedback was positive with 90% of respondents indicating they would like to work for the NSWEC at a 
future election, and over 95% indicating that they would like to receive further correspondence from the NSWEC 
regarding employment.  

The size, condition and accessibility of the polling place venues were overwhelmingly rated as good or excellent.  
The response to the pre-reading materials and training by the polling place manager was also positive, with 97% of 
respondents indicating the pre-reading material was adequate or more than adequate.

As in previous elections, the busiest hours of voting were in the morning before 11am with the busiest hour being 
9am to 10am. The number of electors arriving at polling places decreased from 11am with a steady flow from 3pm 
to close of polls at 6pm. Over 60% of respondents reported maximum waiting times of 10 minutes or less while 
20% reported the longest queuing time as 30 minutes or more.

Staffing during the hours of voting was assessed as adequate or more than adequate by 74% of respondents, 
however, 36% stated that the numbers of staff available to count the votes after 6pm was insufficient.  Respondents 
raised the possibility of employing additional election officials after the close of polls to assist in the sorting and 
counting of ballot papers on the night.  This will be considered by the NSWEC prior to the next State election. 
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Due to the number of ballot papers to be sorted and counted at polling places, election night was a late night for 
many election officials with over three quarters of respondents (76.3%) indicating that they left the polling place at 
10pm or 11pm. 

The iRoll initiative was said by respondents to have been extremely well received by election officials working on the 
declaration voting tables.  Almost 90% rated the use of iRoll as excellent or good.  Over 80% of respondents stated 
that iRoll assisted the operation of the declaration voting tables, and over 80% also said that electors accepted the 
iRoll findings.

Almost 90% of respondents found registering for employment (using the NSWEC web portal) excellent or good 
with less than 3% indicating that they found the registration process poor or very poor. 

Although only 60% of respondents indicated that they thought the pay was appropriate for the duties, almost 90% 
stated that they would like to work for the NSWEC again.

Respondents indicated that improvements could be made by the NSWEC as follows:

•	 make additional staff available to assist sorting ballot papers after 6pm (21.5%);

•	 simplify forms (10.7%);

•	 simplify manuals by providing clear instructions and less narrative (10.4%);

•	 provide additional staff at the polling place to issue ballot papers (9.8%); and

•	 provide an online training programme on the NSWEC website (8.8%).

These and other constructive comments will be considered by the NSWEC prior to the next State election.  The 
NSWEC will work to minimise the time electors are required to wait during peak voting hours, and will also look 
into the possibility of employing additional election officials to assist with the sorting and counting of ballot papers 
after the close of the poll.
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FUTURE DIRECTIONS

Operational practices 

All practices and procedures will be kept under review to ensure that the best service is delivered to electors, 
registered political parties, candidates and media at the next State election.  Below are some of the areas which  
have been identified for improvement.

Polling places in rural and regional electorates

Informing electors in rural and regional electorates of the location of polling places, particularly where a location 
has changed, remains a challenge.  The provision of this information would be more effective if it were able to be 
conveyed directly to rural electors.

Electors from culturally and linguistically diverse backgrounds and Aboriginal electors

Improve the recruitment and placement of multilingual and Aboriginal election officials to ensure staff are employed 
at polling places where most required.

Postal voting

The NSWEC has explored many options for assisting electors in remote locations to access the voting system.  
Within the current legislative provisions, there are no options other than such electors choosing to register as a 
general postal voter.  Returning officers despatched postal voting material to registered general postal voters on 
Monday, 12 March 2007.  Unfortunately, electors in remote areas who applied for a postal vote after Monday, 12 
March 2007 may not have received their postal vote in time due to the limited mail delivery service in these areas.

The NSWEC’s view is that legislative change would be necessary to provide other options for these electors such as 
mandating that electors in certain areas be enrolled as registered general postal voter, or offering eVoting options.

Communication services

The State election communication campaign will be reviewed, with a particular focus on the development of a 
comprehensive strategy to increase enrolment and voter participation, in areas where these are particularly low.

Returning officers’ offices

Returning officers often have difficulty leasing suitable temporary office accommodation that meets the accessibility 
standards required as owners are not keen to enter into a short-term lease on commercial property.

In future where returning officers’ offices are not fully wheelchair accessible the NSWEC will consider, where 
possible, establishing an additional pre-poll voting location within the district to better assist electors who require 
such access.
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Provision of electoral roll

The New South Wales electoral roll is provided to parties on CD-ROM.  NSWEC will consider developing a 
search facility to enable finding an elector anywhere on the roll without having to examine the roll district by 
district.

Usability of the NSWEC website

The usability of the NSWEC website will be reviewed to ensure that information can be easily accessed.   
The possibility of providing a brief training session or training module for interested media to assist them  
access information will be considered.

Media releases

The scheduling of media releases will be reviewed to ensure the timely distribution of information, and attention 
will be paid to close seats in regional areas to cater for regional media interests.  Links to the relevant section on 
the NSWEC website will also be provided to assist the media to find additional information.

Information kit

The NSWEC will endeavour to further develop maps and graphics used in the information kit to ensure they are 
suitable for reproduction in newspapers.

Electronic voting 

Computer-assisted voting, through voting kiosks or online formats, has become possible in recent years due to 
advances in the required technology.  Some electoral authorities in Australia have begun to trial this technology.   

Electronic voting (eVoting) requires an elector to visit a purpose-built electronic voting kiosk to cast their vote.  
This was trialled by the Victorian Electoral Commission for electors with a vision impairment at the November 
2006 Victorian State election. Internet voting (iVoting) would allow electors with internet access to vote online.  

The NSWEC has closely followed the trial of electronic voting in Victoria, and will also monitor the trial of 
electronic voting for vision impaired electors as well as defence personnel stationed overseas at the upcoming 
Federal election.  Given these developments it is appropriate for New South Wales to consider its position on  
this issue but no such trial would proceed in the absence of legislative support. 
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Legislative changes

Based on the experience of the March 2007 State election it is recommended that consideration be given to the 
following proposals.

Introduce more flexible voting options 

Electors in rural and remote locations

A major challenge for conducting elections in New South Wales is the geographical spread of the State.  It requires 
a balance to be struck between making pre-poll offices and polling places available to all electors in a district, and 
the resulting cost and resource implications.  This is an issue particularly in rural and remote areas where finding 
appropriate locations and election officials can be challenging.  It is also an issue for electors who may have to drive 
long distances to attend pre-poll and polling places which, given the high cost of fuel, can be an expensive exercise.

People who live more than 20 kilometres from the nearest polling place can apply to be registered general postal 
voters and automatically receive the ballot papers when they are available, or if they meet the relevant criteria they 
can apply for a postal vote.  Supplying electors with a copy of the ballot papers cannot occur until after nominations 
have closed and the draw for candidates’ positions on the ballot paper has been conducted and ballot papers have 
been printed.  Although this is usually finalised about two weeks before election day, the main difficulty with postal 
voting in many rural and remote areas is the limited mail service (in some areas there is only one mail delivery a 
week), which may mean ballot papers are not received, completed and returned by the statutory deadline.  One 
response could be to mandate those in remote areas as registered general postal voters to at least facilitate the early 
dispatch of ballot papers. 

Another possible solution would be for the Act to be amended to permit the NSWEC to provide mobile pre-
polling, where appropriate.  The Commonwealth Electoral Act contains such a provision, and according to the 
Australian Electoral Commission’s report on the 2004 election it had mobile polling teams visit in the 12 days leading 
up to and including election day.  It used road, air and sea transport to visit Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander 
communities and their outstations, pastoral properties, small towns, tourist resorts and mine sites.  Such an initiative 
would not only be beneficial from an elector’s point of view but it may prove a more efficient and cost effective 
option for the NSWEC compared with locating suitable polling places and election officials.

Another option which could be considered is iVoting for electors in rural and remote parts of the State.  Those 
eligible and wishing to vote in this manner would be required to register with the NSWEC prior to the election.

Electors with a physical disability

Electors with a disability could be allowed to qualify for a postal or pre-poll vote.  Under the Local Government Act 
1993 people with a disability can apply for a postal vote, and it has been recommended that they also be given 
the option of casting a pre-poll vote.  In this way a person would be able to choose the most accessible means for 
them to be heard: sending in a postal vote, voting in person before the election or attending on election day.  These 
choices should be available at State elections as well.   

Electors with a disability could also be provided with the option to register as an iVoter.

Electors overseas or interstate

The majority of those overseas or interstate do not vote by post but attend a consular office (if overseas) or an 
electoral organisation (if interstate) and cast a pre-poll vote.  In keeping with the current practice it is recommended 
that these provisions be recast to mirror the pre-poll provisions that apply if an elector is voting as a pre-poll voter in 
New South Wales where they make an oral declaration to establish their entitlement to the pre-poll vote.

Electors in declared institutions

Although the Act has been amended to remove the requirement for a person to complete a written application 
in order to cast a pre-poll vote, they are still required to sign the declaration on the envelope in which the ballot 
papers are placed.  Considering that many of the electors resident in declared institutions are enrolled in the district 
in which the declared institution is located, they could be given an ordinary vote in the same way as they would  
at a polling place.  This would greatly assist elderly electors some of whom find it difficult to sign a declaration.

More flexibility in how resources are allocated by the NSWEC 

The Act states that election officials are appointed for a specific district as well as for a specific term.  This means that 
there have to be 93 returning officers, each of whom needs an office requiring fit-out and supplies as well as staff.  It 
would be of great assistance if the Electoral Commissioner were able to co-locate two or more returning officers 
in a central location which would simplify the process for the NSWEC in finding suitable accommodation and cut 
down the costs of rental, fit-out, staff and other related expenses.  

Election posters

Clarify the definition of ‘poster’ 

Although the definition of poster is quite wide, it is arguable whether many new forms of advertising, such as 
electronic billboards or digital road signs, are captured.  It is recommended that the use of digital road signs of the 
type that are used by the RTA or the police to convey messages to drivers be prohibited.  The use of such a device, 
which occurred at the March 2007 State election, is considered inappropriate.  

Posters at polling places

On election day posters not exceeding 8,000 sq cm are permitted within 5 metres of the entrance to the polling 
place and on the outer wall, fence or other boundary of the grounds. In the space from the 5 metre mark to the 
outer wall, fence or other boundary, any size poster is permitted. Canvassing for votes or distribution of electoral 
material may not occur within 6 metres from the entrance to the polling place so that electors would be able to 
make their way easily into the polling places.

To make the situation clearer for election officials and party workers it is recommended that section 151B(1) be 
amended to provide that no posters are allowed to be displayed within 6 metres of the entrance to the polling place 
(which the Act defines as being the building in which voting takes place), and that from the 6 metre mark, up to and 
including the outer wall, fence or other boundary, no poster can exceed 8,000 sq cm.
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Superannuation

The current arrangements are onerous and costly. Over 17,000 employees earned less than $300 each for their 
work with the NSWEC on election day.  In New South Wales all employers are required to pay 9% superannuation 
to an account of the employee’s choice.  In the NSWEC context the contribution amounted to less than $30 per 
employee, and employees nominated over 500 different super funds.  This was an extremely labour intensive process 
to manage.  

Moreover, many employees did not correctly nominate a fund which resulted in their monies being transmitted  
to First State Super (FSS). FSS in turn had a significant administrative burden in setting up new accounts for the 
one-off contribution of $30 and, given the low account balance, they were unable to charge a fee.  In addition those 
people who did not want their contribution to remain in FSS then sought a roll-over, which further increased the 
burden to FSS.  

The NSWEC would like to seek an exemption from paying a super contribution for these employees or alternatively 
be able to pay the contribution directly to the employee.

A total of 870 candidates nominated to contest the Legislative Assembly and Legislative Council seats at the election. 
This compares with 944 candidates who contested the 2003 State election. 

In 2007, 537 candidates contested the 93 Legislative Assembly seats compared with 660 in 2003.  333 candidates 
contested the 21 vacant Legislative Council seats in 2007 compared with 284 in 2003. 

For the Legislative Assembly 12 registered political parties stood candidates in 2007, compared with 15 in 2003.

The Australian Labor Party and the Greens stood candidates in all 93 electoral districts.  The Liberal Party stood in 
73 and the National Party in 20, the Christian Democratic Party in 57, Australians Against Further Immigration in 56, 
Unity Party in 30, and the Australian Democrats in 26.  The Outdoor Recreation Party, Save Our Suburbs and the 
Fishing Party all stood three candidates and Socialist Alliance two candidates.  

78 candidates were not endorsed by any registered political party, which was fewer than the 97 in 2003. 

Although One Nation NSW Political Party was a registered political party at the time of the 2007 State election,  
the party did not nominate any candidates.

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GLOSSARY	

Absent vote A vote made at a polling place by an elector who is outside his or her own electoral 
district on election day.

Absolute majority More than 50% of the total formal vote.

Australian Electoral 
Commission

The organisation responsible for conducting Federal elections, referendums and 
maintaining the Commonwealth electoral roll.

Ballot box The sealed container into which an elector places a completed ballot paper.

Ballot paper The paper printed for an election which a voter marks to record his/her vote.

By-election An election held to fill a casual vacancy. 

Candidate A person who nominates for an election to Parliament.

Casual vacancy A vacancy in an electoral district usually caused by retirement, death or resignation of 
the Member for that district.

Check count
On the Sunday after election day the ballot papers are checked and counted again  
at the returning officer’s office to ensure accuracy of the figures from the election  
night count.

Coalition A combination of two or more parties in Parliament, usually to form the Government 
or Opposition.

Compulsory
enrolment

Every person who is entitled to have his or her name placed on
the electoral roll must complete an enrolment form and send it to the Australian 
Electoral Commission within 21 days of becoming entitled to enrol.  A penalty applies 
for failing to enrol.

Compulsory voting Once enrolled to vote, voting is compulsory.  A penalty applies for failing to vote 
without a sufficient reason.

Constitution
A statement of the fundamental laws governing a State. The New South Wales 
Constitution is embodied in an Act of Parliament. It establishes the framework for the 
system of government in the State, eg two houses of Parliament.

Court of Disputed 
Returns

The Supreme Court sits as the Court of Disputed Returns to hear petitions challenging 
the validity of a State election.

Declaration vote
A vote cast by an elector when the ballot papers are enclosed in an envelope 
containing a printed declaration signed by the elector.  This term applies to pre-poll 
votes, postal votes, declared institution votes, absent votes and section votes.

Declared institution
A nursing home, hospital or similar facility is appointed by the Electoral Commissioner 
and visited by election officials for the purpose of taking votes from residents who are 
unable to attend a polling place.  

Declaration of poll An announcement made by the returning officer proclaiming the successful candidate 
elected as the Member for that district.

District
For the Legislative Assembly, the State is divided into 93 geographical areas containing 
approximately equal numbers of voters.  Each of these areas is a district. For the 
Legislative Council, the district is the whole State.

Division Geographical area containing approximately equal numbers of voters as defined for 
federal electoral purposes.

Donkey vote
A term used to describe a ballot paper marked with preferences for candidates without 
consideration for their policies or abilities. A classic donkey vote is one which records 
preferences straight down the ballot paper in the same order as the names are printed.

Dual polling place The term given to a single premises which serves as a polling place for two or more districts.

Election Selection by vote of a person or persons to hold political office.

Election Funding 
Authority

The Election Funding Authority is the statutory body responsible for administering the 
provisions of the Election Funding Act 1981.  It is made up of the Electoral Commissioner 
as Chair, a member appointed on the nomination of the Premier, and a member 
appointed on the nomination of the Leader of the Opposition.
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Elector A person who is entitled to vote at an election.

Electoral Commissioner The statutory officer appointed to manage the conduct of parliamentary and other elections.

Electoral district One of the 93 Legislative Assembly electorates.

Election  management
application

A computer software application consisting of 4 modules (staffing, candidates, 
declaration votes and results) to automate many of the routine tasks otherwise 
performed by election officials.

Electoral offence A breach of electoral law as specified in the Parliamentary Electorates and Elections Act 
1912 or regulations.

Electoral roll The certified list of persons eligible to vote at an election. The rolls are maintained by 
the Australian Electoral Commission.

Electorate The population of electors or the region in which electors live. Electorates have clearly 
defined boundaries which are shown on electoral district maps.

Enrolment The act of enrolling or having one’s name added to the list of electors entitled to vote.

Electors Those entitled to be placed on an electoral roll and vote in an election.

Federal government
At Federation in 1901 the States handed over certain powers to the central or 
federal government for administration on an Australia wide basis while reserving other 
functions for State government responsibility.

Formal vote A ballot paper at an election or referendum, which has been correctly marked according 
to instructions, and contributes to the outcome of the poll.

General election In New South Wales, general elections are held for all Legislative Assembly seats (93), 
and half of the seats in the Legislative Council (21) every four years.

How to vote card A simulated copy of the ballot paper showing an elector how to mark the paper to vote 
for a particular candidate or party.

Independent A candidate for election to, or a Member of, Parliament who is not a member of a 
political party.

Informal vote A ballot paper which is either left blank or is incorrectly marked. These ballot papers are 
excluded from the count and therefore do not contribute to the election of a candidate.

Legislative Assembly The Lower House of Parliament in New South Wales. It consists of 93 members, one 
elected from each electoral district.

Legislative Council The Upper House of Parliament in New South Wales. It has 42 Members elected for an 
8 year term, half of whom are elected at each New South Wales general election.

Mandate The support or commission given to a government and its policies through an  
electoral victory.

Marginal seat A seat held by a Member of Parliament with a small majority of votes.

Members of Parliament All representatives elected by the people to serve them in Parliament.

New South Wales 
Electoral Commission

The New South Wales Government agency responsible for the conduct of 
parliamentary, local government, industrial, statutory and other miscellaneous elections.

Nomination The process by which a person applies to become a candidate for election.

Opposition The party or parties which do not hold sufficient seats in Parliament to lead a 
government.

Optional preferential 
voting

A voting system in which an elector shows by numbers, his/her preferences for 
individual candidates.  It is not necessary to indicate a preference for all candidates  
on the ballot paper for the vote to be formal. 

Ordinary vote A vote recorded in the normal manner at a polling place on election day.

Parliament
The legislative body, consisting of the elected representatives of the people, which 
determines the laws governing the nation or State. The candidates or political party 
holding the majority of seats form the Government.

Political party

An organised group with a common political philosophy which seeks to win and retain 
public office for itself and its leaders. Party organisations support or endorse candidates 
for elections who, if elected, usually vote as a group for their policies in Parliament. The 
party with the greatest numbers in Parliament forms the government.
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Poll An election.

Polling place A building such as a school designated as a place to which voters go during an election 
to cast their votes.

Postal vote
Electors who are outside their electoral district on election day, or unable to attend 
a polling place during polling hours, may send a vote by post. Voters must apply for a 
postal vote prior to election day.

Preferential vote

A vote for all candidates in order of preference. Preferences of candidates with the 
least number of votes are then distributed until one candidate has sufficient votes to be 
elected. This system of vote counting is used in the Legislative Assembly elections where 
a candidate needs an absolute majority to be elected.

Pre-poll vote Electors unable to vote on election day for certain specified reasons can vote before 
election day at the office of a returning officer or a designated pre-poll voting centre.

Proportional
representation

A system of voting designed to elect representatives in proportion to the amount 
of support each has in the electorate. This system of voting is used in the Legislative 
Council elections.

Quota The proportion or percentage of votes required by a candidate to be elected to the 
Legislative Council. 

Recount A second or further count of votes in an election.

Redistribution
Changes in boundaries of electoral districts to take into account population changes.  
The result should be that the number of electors enrolled in each district should be 
equal, give or take 3%. 

Referendum Vote taken to allow electors to express their view on a particular subject or issue. Some 
alterations to the Constitution can only be made after approval in a referendum.

Registered general 
postal voter

Electors who are seriously ill or infirm or who live in remote areas of the State may 
apply to the Electoral Commission to have their names included on a register of general 
postal voters.  This means that ballot papers are automatically sent to them without the 
need to apply for a postal vote at each separate election.  

Registrar Person who has the responsibility of maintaining electoral rolls in New South Wales.

Return of Writs When the election results have been determined, the Writs are returned to the 
Governor with the name(s) of the successful candidate(s) added.

Returning officer The election official responsible for conducting an election for a Legislative Assembly 
district or the Legislative Council. 

Roll See electoral roll.

Scrutineer A person appointed by a candidate to ensure that procedures and counting are 
undertaken in a proper manner.

Seat A seat in Parliament held by an elected Member or the Member’s electoral district.

Secret ballot A vote made in secret – first adopted by South Australia in 1857.

Section vote Section votes are those cast on election day by electors whose name cannot be found 
on the electoral roll but who declare that they are entitled to vote. 

Tally room The place where voting figures are collected and provisional results are announced.

Term The length of time a Parliament may sit before having to call an election. New South 
Wales has fixed four year terms.

Vote The process of choosing/selecting a candidate for political office.

Writ
The document by which the Governor (or the Speaker of the Legislative Assembly in 
the case of by-elections) directs returning officers to conduct an election. The Governor 
issues Writs on the advice of the Government.
